A state of emergency in the UGCC in Ukraine

To priests and believers of the UGCC

In Ukraine in the present time there is an apostatic synod and a true-Catholic synod. The apostatic bishops’ synod is, according to God’s law, expelled from the Church, which happened officially: The members of the synod (17 bishops) were publicly called to renounce heresies which destroy the essence of faith and which are publicly proclaimed by Card. L. Husar. They did not do so, and so according to Gal 1:8-9 they anathemized – excommunicated – themselves from the Church.

This apostatic synod now continues its office illegally.

We were consecrated validly under emergency conditions, in order to protect our martyrish Church against the spirit of heresy which is gradually liquidating her. Those who are under the anathema act before the faithful as if nothing happened. They deny God’s laws as well as conscience. They are not willing to resign the office which they assumed in the past; however, the reality is that even the apostle Judas received the office of an apostle. They liquidate everyone who stands against their apostatic system. An example of this is the so-called pastoral letter of the apostate bishop M. Koltun dated 16th July 2008. This letter is full of lies and half-truths. All priests were compelled to read it out. But noone could openly say that these were all packs of lies and half-truths. Bishop M. Koltun writes: “Satan is ascending the throne and of his own accord assuming the rule of Christ the Saviour and of the Apostles, in order to accomplish pernicious ‘work of salvation’.” This statement, however, applies to him. He, and not we, has publicly avowed the heresies of L. Husar. He, and not we, has publicly betrayed Christ the Saviour! In the pastoral letter of 7th August 2008 the apostate bishop M. Simkaylo writes hypocritically: “I call the clergy to prayer, that they may discern true Christ’s shepherds from ‘wolves in sheep’s clothing’ ... ‘and that we may be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men, for not all have faith’ (2Tes 3:2).”
If only the clergy prayed truly! Those who know M. Simkaylo well can discern whether this Word of God about unreasonable and wicked men should not apply to him. Is he a shepherd on the pattern of the Saviour who gives his life for his sheep, or is he a wolf in sheep’s clothing? Concerning the faith, he has publicly united with the heresies and apostatic spirit of the apostate L. Husar. This postconfessional faith does not bring salvation but condemnation!
Another example how the system of lie works is a fabricated trial which was started in Zhovkva and now continues in Lvov in an effort to excommunicate us. The essential question connected with our episcopal consecration and with the fabricated trial is the following: Is Husar a heretic or not? If he is – and he really is – we were obliged as bishops to stand against his heresies, wherefore his apostatic system brings us to court. After the lawsuit in the court of first instance we lodged an appeal to the Holy Father according to can. 1059 CCEO. The eparchial judges, however, claim that this canon is not effective; yet this would have to be proved only by the court-appointed experts from the Vatican.
Those who preach a new (false) gospel lead the faithful into perdition. They claim unhealthy obedience by which they keep the people in intangible and unreasonable fear. They themselves, however, do not obey Christ and go their own way of apostasy. They are liars – false apostles (cf. 2Cor 11:13). As liars they obscure the substance, do not preach repentance, do not preach the living Gospel, do not point out the true way of salvation and of following of Christ. They decline the word ‘obedience’ in all cases; however, the one who obeys them heretics shall go where they are going: to hell.
Still another example of how lie works is a scandal created by the apostate bishop T. Senkiv (see the letter A crime in Stryi on 15th August 2008).

Another scandal was arranged for Pidhirtsi 19th August. Bishop M. Koltun intended to abuse the pilgrimage on the feast of the Transfiguration. The believers from Pidhirtsi turned to the police and at the same time prepared for protection against the planned mass action. This action of M. Koltun came unstuck.

What is the perspective in this situation? The apostates try to prevent the decision of the Pope – in spite of the fact that the faithful are waiting for this resolution of his – and want to force him into approving of their deceits. They thus want to liquidate us who are striving for the renewal of spiritual life; however, they thus also liquidate whatever possibility for a spiritual awakening. The awakening cannot come because the spirit of lie and death abuses the Church structure and does not allow true conversion and life.
What is the variant here? The Holy Father should excommunicate the whole apostatic synod in compliance with the canon laws too. He cannot punish us for preaching the orthodox teaching and for having God’s Spirit. Yes, it is true that we broke a canonical regulation in connection with our consecration, but we are fully justified by a state of emergency in the Church. In these emergency conditions we have already officially and to a certain extent canonically taken over the eparchies from the apostates. The believers are obliged to take account of these changes as well as of this new state of affairs. Before God and before the Church we are now their shepherds.
What is the solution? We propose that in the interest of just settlement of the situation in Ukraine the Holy Father invite three representatives of the orthodox (i.e. true-Catholic) synod and three representatives of the apostatic synod, so that in his presence the whole situation in the UGCC may be solved according to his will. The condition on our part is that the heretic and apostate Card. L. Husar must be removed from his office. An apostate cannot be Head of the Church.
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
