Reform or abolishment of the papal dicasteries?

To Cardinals and Bishops of the Catholic Church

Your Eminence, Your Excellence,
in the realization of political, economic, cultural or other reforms there exist certain regularities. Reforms may be bloody or unbloody, they often bring about changes of whole political systems. If a certain system is purposeless or even harmful, it is usually removed and changed either for such that is useful or, unfortunately, sometimes even for a worse one (totalitarian). European monarchies ceased their existence in the time of the First World War and opened the way for two monstrous dictatorships – Nazism and Communism. Behind these systems there were philosophies promising a paradise on earth, but without God. The fruit was the concentration camps, gas-chambers, gulags and another world war. The Catholic Church bears a big blame for it.
Why? Because the spirit of pharisaism, ritualism and legalism opened the door to the spirit of heresy and to the spirit of the world; 
because Catholics did not repent in truth;

because at the turn of the 19th and 20th cent. they refused the spiritual awakening and quenched the fire of the Holy Spirit.

The spirit of pride, intellectualism and idle philosophizing replaced the Gospel and the saving faith. The clergy and hierarchy refused the Holy Spirit and received the spirit of apostasy and the spirit of Modernism. Because the Church did not bear fruits worthy of repentance, a punishment fell upon – at that time still Christian – Europe. The spirit that began to prevail after the Second Vatican Council diverted the attention from the substance by way of a false reform which turned the altars to face the people but did not turn the people to face God. In the name of the Council there were immaterial alterations made, only to obscure the substance, and that true repentance. Instead of it the spirit of a false interpretation of the Council enforced a so-called biblical reform which, however, is in fact a deadly “deform”. And another pernicious stream was let in through the false respect for paganism which buried the true mission at the root. This false postconciliar spirit got the laugh of the genuine endeavour of the Pope John XXIII who had opened the Second Vatican Council with the supplication for the Holy Spirit and had spoken about the new Pentecost for the Church. Certainly, the Holy Spirit did work upon the Council fathers; however, there remained one problem: the Holy Spirit works in fullness only where one repents in truth (cf. Acts 2:37f). Excessive emphasizing of human aspect to the detriment of spiritual one led to humanism and quenched the Holy Spirit or even drove Him out. This fruit, which we reap after 40 years, is not the fruit of the Holy Spirit but the fruit of the spirit of the world which has disrupted the Church in her substance.

Those who have the greatest responsibility for the spiritual crisis in Europe and for the mass apostasy from Christianity to atheism, buddhism, hinduism, Islam… include the papal dicasteries. Here the key posts are for the most part occupied by people with the spirit of the world, so in relation to the things of God they are blind and as a rule they do only things that liquidate the Spirit of God and thus even the spiritual life. If by mistake they do allow some life, very soon they stifle it again, because life brings problems. Only spiritual corpses bring no problems. Because this group of hierarchy loves false peace, a corpse-like state of the Church suits them and therefore they kill spiritual life and allow no spiritual awakening.

As early as the beginning of the last century the whole system of Vatican dicasteries was under another influence and therefore often it was doing quite the opposite of what the Pope wished.

An example is the letters to our Metropolitan A. Sheptytskyi who wanted to start a mission in Russia. Three times the Pope St. Pius X gave him his personal permission; however, at the same time Metr. A. Sheptytskyi three times got a denial from Vatican “in the name of the Pope” – i.e. from the State Secretariate! Even this is a confirmation that Vatican dicasteries were and are controlled by a policy which often hinders the Pope from doing that which is his sacred duty.

Claiming that these dicasteries are fully controlled by Masons evidently will not stand, but that these dicasteries mostly work in Masonic spirit on a gradual and systematic disruption of the substance of the Church must be seen even by the blind. A certain clique that rules here installs to the Church’s key posts people with the same spirit.

Concerning the question of Masons, one needs to realize three undeniable facts, namely:

1) that the Masons really exist and that their programme was and is to disrupt Christianity and sound morals (see papal encyclicals);

2) that they influenced and influence the politics in particular states;

3) that they had and have an interest in disrupting the Church. Where? Especially where the Church power is concentrated.

To charge all evil in the Church on Masons is exaggerated to certain extent; however, to claim that nowadays the Masonic lodges have no influence upon the Church policy is another extreme. A shock was the conferment of an award upon the heretical theologian Hans Küng by a Grand Master of the Masonic lodges this year. A certain cardinal recently declared: “I am not a Mason, but I am under their protection.” If only he was the only one today.

The Freemasons were not and are not the greatest bane of the Church and of the living faith; nevertheless, it is necessary to punish the clergy and hierarchy with the gravest punishments for cooperation with them. 

Even if this semi-secret organization did not exist at all, a hidden spiritual fight goes on, for there exists the spirit of lie about which Jesus said that it is “a liar and a murderer” (Jn 8:44). Moreover, there exists our corrupted nature which, if it is not consciously given on Christ’s cross, causes that we ourselves are crucifying Christ and liquidating His Mystical Body – the Church. The blame that things are going this way falls on the Church’s government since it does not permit the full truth to be preached and does not point at the way of saintliness and spiritual fight. On the contrary, it fully opens the door to poisonous theologies. Instead of putting on the poisonous vessels a warning notice: “Danger – poison!”, today it puts on them a notice: “Sweet juice”, and this is a crime!

God today through Benedict XVI gives a chance of the new Pentecost for the Catholic Church. The condition for a spiritual awakening is always the same – repentance, that means to be true before God and thus also towards myself, but to see truly even the sin and the world. Those who are quenching the fire of the Holy Spirit are not only apostates from among the clergy and hierarchy but also laymen influenced by intellectual pride and plain theologizing. Next it is individuals or teams with the spirit of heresies and spirit of openness to occultism and paganism. Unfortunately, it is not only them who quench and grieve the Spirit of God (1Thes 5:19; Eph 4:30) but it is also a lot of orthodox pharisees who bank on legalism, ritualism and moralism, yet to the detriment of personal breaking of their “ego” before God and to the detriment of their personal relation to our Saviour Jesus Christ, that means to the detriment of the true following of Christ. The essence of repentance is in the exchange of spirit (metanoein) and in the change of life-style (metastrophein). So we have to change our way of thinking and believe in the Gospel (Mk 1:15). This is a way – a lifelong process – new and new opening of oneself to the Holy Spirit and then “walking in the Spirit” (cf. Rom 8:1-4; Gal 5:16).

So that the conditions for the new Pentecost, for which the Pope prayed at the Council, may be created, today there must be a radical intervention made into the stiff and inoperative Church structures, and that in the first place into the Vatican dicasteries. Secondly, there must be a radical intervention made into the formation and life-style of the new generation of priests. It is a paradox that a truly converted layman is able to witness to the living Christ better than a so-called spiritual professional after six or seven years of clerical and theological formation. Unless emphasis in this formation will in the first place be on personal conversion and personal relation to Christ instead of on scientism and intellectual pride, then this generation of priests instead of being a bearer of spiritual awakening will liquidate it. Therefore the formation must from the very beginning be built on honest mission, reevangelization and teaching of the Holy Scripture in the Spirit in such a way as it was interpreted by the apostles and not in the way as it is done nowadays by the anti-apostles who propagate HCT. Further, the seminarists need to acquire a habit of personal prayer and at the same time they must have a need of a living community, and that for their whole priestly life. As a means to this serves an interior prayer in small groups. On www.community.org.ua we present four one-hour prayer models of “Golgotha”.
Reform or abolishment of the papal dicasteries?
We as Eastern monks have longtime experience in relation to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches (COCh). In 1990 the Communism in the Soviet Union fell and our 44-year-liquidated UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) in Ukraine was resurrected. At that time in Rome there were two persons of American nationality – several years suspended Bishop L. Husar and his fellow worker Dr. I. Datsko. They both opened themselves to the spirit of the world and to the spirit of the New Age which is decomposing the Western Church. The rule in Ukraine was first taken up by Dr. I. Datsko as a secretary of the old and later also diseased Cardinal M. Ljubachivskyi. In the name of COCh he began to covertly liquidate our martyrish Church and he is liquidating her till this day.

Then it was again COCh and a direct intervention of Card. A. Sodano by which, against the protest of three UGCC Metropolitans, Bishop L. Husar, suspended for 17 years, was enforced as the head of our Church. He has already built up in UGCC self-destructive structures in order to liquidate the last remains of life and bring into our martyrish Church the destructive spirit of the New Age which he dressed in a habit of so-called Eastern spirituality. An example of this self-destruction is UCU (Ukrainian Catholic University) in Lvov. 
These two last years by means of our letters we are calling S.O.S. for the salvation of our Church. We ourselves got into close contact with COCh and came to see that this structure as well as its activity are inoperative and to the harm of our Church.

This year (2007) the state authorities in the Czech Republic acknowledged the “Church” of buddhists. The same authorities, however, in 2003 refused the registration of autonomous Church for the Ukrainian Catholics of Eatsern rite. Why? The reason is the policy of Focolare and its unity with state authorities. The main blame for it is on the Focolarines Card. M. Vlk and Bishop L. Hučko. We ask: Will the new Prefect of COCh justly treat this issue? 

On 9th June 2007 the Holy Father appointed to the office of Prefect of COCh Archbishop L. Sandri who was a sub-secretary of the State of Vatican. This priest was chosen and in 1998 consecrated a bishop by Card. A. Sodano, and in 2000 he was appointed by him his closest co-worker. What can one expect of him if he together with Card. A. Sodano covertly, in the line of the spirit of Masons, liquidated the Church? We would like to be wrong. In fact, after the first information about the change at COCh we supposed that the new Prefect is in unity with the Holy Father and that was why we sincerely proposed to him concrete steps towards the reform of COCh. Unfortunately we were disappointed. It is astonishing that the Holy Father is forced to make so-called diplomatic steps, to appoint Archbishop L. Sandri Prefect, whereby he will soon automatically become Cardinal. But is he a man who shares the spirit and unity with the Holy Father?

If an illness is in such stage that it inevitably requires an operation, but instead of it the patient is given only medicine for pain, there will soon come death. Who is then responsible for this death? Similarly in the case of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches there is only one solution – abolishment of this dicastery. Reason: Already for 17 years it has been systematically liquidating our UGCC. The spirit which is behind this Congregation is the spirit of antichrist and the spirit of death. Evidence is the letter of Fr. Cyril OSBM dated 17th June 2007 addressed to COCh the copy of which we include. The letter reveals concrete criminal activity of this papal dicastery. This testimony also points at the whole criminal and mendacious system which is killing defenceless and innocent souls. 

Let us put another question – and what about other Congregations? Is it sufficient to make here only some cosmetic improvement or is it better for the Church to abolish these congregations, too? Since almost all of the Congregations are ruled by this spirit of death and the officials are already so corrupted and blinded by lie and injustice, the only solution is to make a radical intervention and to abolish these congregations – excepting the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith which, however, has to be thoroughly purified.
And for how long to abolish them? At least for a symbolic period of 40 years. Thus there will come a partial decentralization of this spiritual power. The most needful authorities might then be transferred to the local Churches and the papal nunciatures might be made into centres of spiritual awakening in the particular nation. It would be necessary that for the responsible posts at the papal nunciatures there should be two or three sound Catholic priests from the local Church chosen as bishops, ones who will be opened to the spiritual reform, will have a true Catholic faith and will be fully responsible for the spiritual reform of the Church in the particular nation. This spiritual centre will be subordinated to the only remaining Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith and to the Holy Father. 

The second point of the reform is a new formation in seminaries (see the letter Discipleship – New Formation from 8th December 2006, www.community.org.ua).
Conclusion

Most Reverend Church fathers, in this historic time You are co-responsible for the Church. We ask You in the name of all who have at heart the renewal of the Church, the salvation of their own souls and of souls who have not yet known Christ, urge the Holy Father to make these two necessary steps of reform: 

1) decentralization of the Vatican dicasteries by way of their abolishment;

2) renewal of the formation of priests.
