An abuse of the Sacrament of Penance
Some priests began to force the faithful in the sacrament of penance to renounce the Pidhirtsi fathers. What actually does it mean? Many people lived in dependence on occultism, divination and superstitions and had no settled personal relationship with Christ. So their faith was paralyzed by these dependences. Others, who lived a completely worldly way of life, after their wholehearted conversion found the living Jesus, started attending the church as well as regularly going to confession and receiving Holy Communion. And the official apostatic hierarchy now forces them through priests to renounce Pidhirtsi. This practically means that they should return to the state in which they were before their conversion in Pidhirtsi, that means to the dependences which paralyzed the living and saving faith.
Renouncement of the conversion in Pidhirtsi, where the believers found the living Christ, is in fact renouncement of Christ Himself. For this crime the clergy abuses the sacrament of penance! Enticement in the sacrament of penance into the sin of impurity is punished with major excommunication. Enticement of the faithful in the sacrament of penance into apostasy from Christ, even into an oath, is a yet graver crime of an abuse of this sacrament. It is a sacrilege! The one who forces the believers into committing such a sin in the sacrament of penance (i.e. heretical bishops or priests) should be punished adequately!
What to add? If the faithful are really to renounce something or somebody, they should renounce Cardinal Husar and the bishops who are in unity with him because subordination to them leads the faithful onto a false way of apostasy ending in perdition. If any of the priests demands this renouncement of Pidhirtsi, the believer is to say to him: “Father, I ask you in the name of Christ: Do you now renounce all heresies of Cardinal Husar?” If the priest says: “No!”, reply to him: “At this moment you have fallen under anathema. Amen. And now I make it public!” 
Do not be afraid of any threats or intimidation. This is an act of faith and heroism by which you defend Christ and His bleeding Body, the Church. 
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
