An appeal to the priests, religious and believers in the Czech Republic

We turn to You by this appeal from Ukraine and beseech You to bear in mind the most precious treasure, that is, the saving faith which was brought to us by Sts. Cyril and Methodius. This faith has nothing in common with the heresies of historic-critical theology (HCT) which casts doubt on the Divinity of Christ as well as on the inspiration of the Holy Scripture. In the Czech Republic a different gospel is being preached especially by the priest Tomáš Halík, who is shielded by Card. M. Vlk. Both have a spirit of apostasy and because of this different gospel they both have fallen under an anathema according to Gal 1:9.
On 29th June 2008 we made this spiritual state of Fr. T. Halík and Card. M. Vlk public. They both are thus no Catholics or even Christians any longer. Both are excluded from the Mystical Body of Christ, that is, from the Church.
Likewise, on 29th June 2008 we publicly admonished Archbishop Jan Graubner, who is responsible for HCT being taught at the Theological faculty in Olomouc, which leads to the loss of the saving faith. We called upon the Archbishop to dismiss, in token of genuine repentance, three professors who maintain this antichristian spirit at the faculty. We recommended, too, that he should leave his post for another bishop, who would enable a spiritual reform to be carried out in the seminary and in the whole archdiocese.
Unfortunately, he has done neither the former nor the latter. We hereby give him the second warning, since this concerns the most important thing, and that is the salvation of thousands of souls on the territory where Sts. Cyril and Methodius preached the saving faith.
We repeat: For the proclamation of heresies and for the promotion of syncretism and relativism at the theological faculty the full responsibility before God and before the Church falls on Archbishop Jan Graubner.

We call upon the believers to pray for the above-named Church representatives and for the spiritual awakening in the Czech Republic through genuine conversion and repentance.
