Anathema curse
To Bishops of the UGCC

The Apostle Paul pronounces an anathema that applies to everyone who received and preaches a different gospel: “But even if we or an angel from heaven should preach to you a gospel contrary to the one we preached to you, let him be accursed. As we have said before, so now I say again: If anyone is preaching to you a gospel contrary to the one you received, let him be accursed!” (Gal 1:8f)
The Scripture has the Greek term “anathema esto”! (Lat. anathema sit!)

In 1Cor 16:22 the Apostle says: “If anyone has no love for the Lord, let him be accursed (anathema esto). Maranatha!”
Israel feared nothing so much as calling upon themselves a curse from the Lord, because what the Lord pronounced to be cursed was put under His judgement and destructive punishment (cf. Num 5:21; Isa 34:2f ...). 
In the times of Jesus the curse was the second of the three stages of expulsion from the congregation of Israel. The first stage was an expulsion from the congregation for thirty days. It could be imposed by every priest holding judicial office. The trespasser was allowed to enter the temple but he had to stay in the court for the heathen and nobody could come near him by two metres. 
The second stage was “kherem”, i.e. expulsion from the religious congregation for ever. This curse could be pronounced only by a ten-member judicial assembly appointed by the Jewish supreme council. It was accompanied by cursing (cf. Deut 28:16-46) and declared at the sound of the trumpets. A man cursed in this way was deprived of all religious and social rights (cf. 1Cor 5:11; 2Jn 10f.). 
The third stage was a measure passed by the supreme council. It was an expungement from the list of the religious congregation. The name of the doomed person could be uttered only with horror and curse. It was to be totally forgotten (cf. Ex 32:32). 
In the New Testament – 1Cor 16:22 and Gal 1:8 – the Apostle Paul pronounces God’s anathema on those who preach a different gospel and do not love the Lord Jesus Christ.

This curse falls on those who though speaking that they love Christ in reality have “a different Christ and a different gospel” (cf. 2Cor 11:4). St. Paul says about them: “Such men are false apostles, deceitful workmen, disguising themselves as apostles of Christ.” And then he adds: “And no wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of light. So it is no surprise if his servants, also, disguise themselves as servants of righteousness. Their end will correspond to their deeds” (2Cor 11:13-15).
Nowadays a different gospel is preached in Ukraine by Card. L. Husar and is formulated in his book “Discussions with His Beatitude L. Husar – On Postconfessional Christianity”. He consciously denies here the Divinity of Christ as well as the Virginity of the Mother of God. He also opens the door for occultism, confesses and boasts of his divination by pendulum, denies eternity of hell and approves of homosexuality.
These mentioned heresies of Card. L. Husar caused his internal expulsion from the Church. Nevertheless, he continues to hold the supreme office in the external structure of the UGCC. Every living member is purposefully and feloniously liquidated – excluded – by him and by his people. 
What is the solution?

Card. Husar does not want to repent. Instead, he is turning to the state bodies (SBU – State Security Committee) and abuses the Church court to expel the orthodox Catholics from the Church. The bishops of the UGCC make unity with him (some for fear). On 15th June 2008 we therefore challenged the UGCC bishops to dissociate themselves from Card. L. Husar and his heresies. Unless they dissociate themselves from him and his heresies, they confirm that they are apostates too. Thereby they publicly declare that they have another Christ, a different gospel and a different spirit and that they are dead members of the Church! They have excluded themselves from the Church and also drawn down a curse upon themselves (cf. Gal 1:8). The sound believers have to isolate themselves from them as they are called to it by the Holy Spirit through the Apostle John: “If anyone (of the heretics) comes to you and does not bring this teaching, do not receive him into your house or give him any greeting, for whoever greets him takes part in his wicked works.” (2Jn 10f)
For that reason a painful operation, a painful division, needs to be performed on the Church, for there apparently is no other means of salvation today! 
The curse according to Gal 1:8 applies to Card. L. Husar. Unless the biblical demand for separation from him is respected, the curse will come down upon the entire territory, i.e. even upon the innocent people who by influence of this infection lose the saving faith.
