Anathema – expulsion and curse (Gal 1:8-9)

God’s anathema falls upon the bishops, theologians and priests who preach a different gospel. 

It is those who:

1) received and proclaim the spirit of historic-critical theology (HCT);

2) received and proclaim the spirit of syncretism and occultism;

3) spiritually or morally kill the prophets.

Who is a prophet? God’s prophet is the one who defends the foundations of the Gospel.

What is the foundation of the whole Gospel? This foundation is the living Jesus. Not the Jesus of HCT, not some Christ-avatar, not the Christ of philosophers, but the living Christ, our Lord and Saviour.

Through the scribes, Pharisees, Sadducees and high priests the spirit of lie and death killed Jesus (cf. Jn 8:44). Today the same spirit kills Christ in human souls through modern pharisees and high priests. This killing is a sin against the Holy Spirit and right here God’s anathema is in force!

The Church has found herself in internal decay and in a vicious circle from where there is no way out because the present-day theologians and hierarchs refuse repentance and conversion. 

Future priests are being formed (deformed) by the atheistic HCT and syncretism. Bishops are then chosen from among these priests. But how can they discern spiritually if they have no experience of God’s Word and of the living God? The prophets were silenced and killed. It is no longer God, represented by the prophets, who has the rule in the Church, but the bureaucratic hierarchy with the spirit of death, who themselves do not enter God’s kingdom and prevent even others from entering (cf. Mt 23:13). The curse which falls upon this hierarchy is the consequence of preaching a different gospel. It is a sin against the Holy Spirit, a stubborn rejection of the Spirit of truth! And the reason? 1) opening oneself to HCT; 2) opening oneself to syncretism and occultism; 3) moral killing of prophets (even by means of CIC and CCEO), of those who witness to the living Christ.

Therefore the following statements of the Holy Scripture hold true about those who have fallen under the anathema: 

“Let his days be few, and let another take his office.” (Acts 1:20; Ps 109:8)

“Let his children be fatherless, and his wife a widow. Let his children continually be vagabonds, and beg.” (Ps 109:9-10)

“Let his (spiritual) posterity be cut off; and in the generation following let their name be blotted out.” (Ps 109:13)

“Therefore deliver up their children to the famine, and pour out their blood by the force of the sword; let their wives become widows and bereaved of their children. Let their men be put to death, their young men be slain by the sword in battle.” (Jer 18:21)

“The earth is also defiled under its inhabitants, because they have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant (by ‘Hindu Bible’). Therefore the curse devours the earth, and those who dwell in it are desolate. Therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few men are left.” (Isa 24:5-6)

This curse is the fruit of anathema for the blasphemy against the Holy Spirit (cf. Mt 12:31) and for the preaching of a different gospel (Gal 1:8-9). It concerns all those who appear as preachers of the Gospel but by their preaching of a different gospel deprived others of eternal life and prepared them eternal torment. 
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
