Announcement of a crime of justice to the Holy Father

Your Holiness,

we turn to You with a request for help against the efforts to excommunicate us from the Catholic Church. At the same time we bring legal action against the Tribunal of the Supreme Archbishop of the UGCC as well as against the Tribunal of the Sokal-Zhovkva eparchy (the judges – Fr. Roman Shaphran, Fr. Vitalij Tokar, Fr. Oleh Kaskiv, Fr. Roman Dutchak, Fr. Taras Kotsyuba, promoter of justice – Fr. Oleh Khortyk, Fr. Mykhailo Palij) for a judicial crime against us and above all for crimes against Christ, against the Church and against the truths of the faith.
In the course of the judicial proceedings of second instance (Tribunal of the Supreme Archbishop) the judges prevented us from submitting the body of evidence and from introducing witnesses who were to confirm our innocence in the concrete points of accusation. On the same day when the proceedings took place (29th August 2008), where we submitted our defence with a request that witnesses be heard and further evidence given, a decree was issued which confirmed the verdict of first instance, i.e. major excommunication. The collegiate tribunal did not allow the body of evidence used against us to be verified, as we demanded (i.e. whether the documents used were authentic).
These judges and promoters of justice publicly united with the heresies of Card. L. Husar (casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ, upon the Virginity of the Mother of God, upon the eternity of hell, propagation of syncretism and reincarnation, casting doubt upon the papal primacy and infallibility, divination by pendulum, approval of homosexual activities etc.).
An analysis of these heresies along with argumentation and evidence is given in our previous letters addressed to Your Holiness.
For our defence of the fundamental truths of the Catholic faith the judges and promoters of justice of L. Husar and M. Koltun sentenced us to a major excommunication. 

On the basis of the manner of the proceedings and issue of the verdict it is obvious that the process was staged at the instance of Card. L. Husar and his Bishops’ Synod. It is absurd that the one whom we convicted of heresies and apostasy is instead of repentance trying to excommunicate us from the Catholic Church. It is self-evident that this felonious verdict pronounced upon us is invalid from God’s as well as the Church’s view.
L. Husar, M. Koltun and their tribunals thus committed not only a crime of justice but first and foremost a crime against Christ, the Church and the faith! We propose that You should punish them therefor by excommunication from the Catholic Church in the same way as they wanted it to be done to us. From God’s view they have already excommunicated themselves from the Mystical Body of Christ and according to Gal 1:9 they fall under a curse.
