Announcement of excommunication

Your Excellency,

as given in the official information published in the mass media, You have given an approval to the publication of a “Hindu Bible”. 

What You have done is an offence against Christ and the Church. You acted as representative of the Catholic Church of India and in the authority of Christ You issued a statement which runs counter to the essence of the Gospel and opens the souls to the spirit of antichrist! You thus made manifest that You are spiritually blind and that You have no comprehension of the foundations of the Christian faith. 
The true Christians cannot defend themselves; even if they rightly declare the “Hindu Bible” a heresy and a betrayal of Christ, the liberals and syncretistic apostates will reply to them: “You are defiant to the Church authority, to obedience – to Christ.” And these little ones of Christ they will label as rebels and sectarians.
By this glaring offence of Yours against Christ and His bleeding Body – the Church – You have excommunicated Yourself from the Church (Gal 1:8-9).
On behalf of Christ we hereby also call upon all Christians of India to separate from You and stop obeying You as an apostate. 

If You are willing to repent, You must take the following steps:

1) to withdraw Your approval to the “Hindu Bible”;
2) by reason of worldwide public offence, to resign from Your office. 
We pray for You, that through the intercession of the Holy Virgin You may obtain the light to know the truth and the strength to repent. We want Your salvation!
