Glory to Jesus Christ!

Your Excellence,

last year we brought to Your attention a propagation of magic, divination, spiritism and impurity on the web-page of H.E. Bishop Milan Shashik of Mucachevo Eparchy. We thank You that You promptly saw to a removal of that scandal.

It is uncomfortable for us but we are forced again to turn to You in a similar affair concerning, regrettably to say, the Head of UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) Cardinal L. Husar and his book: “Discussions with His Beatitude Lubomyr Husar – on Postconfessional Christianity” by a co-author Antoine Arzhakovskyi. The book was published by the Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU) in 2006 (ISBN 966-8197-10-0, www.press.ucu.edu.ua). The book is a translation from French original. 

The book holds several heavy heresies and represents a typical propagation of the spirit of the New Age. 

The whole book uses a guileful dialectical method. For example, on the one hand Card. L. Husar speaks as if positively about the Holy Father and our unity with him; however, on the other hand we can find many statements by which he is renouncing as theoretically so practically both the primacy and infallibility of the Holy Father. 

The co-author of the book considers himself an Orthodox faithful of Russian descent and works as a lecturer at UCU. This book gives a testimony to a different Gospel, a different Christ and a different spirit than the one which was preached and witnessed by Paul the Apostle (cf. 2Cor 11:4). 

If there will be a need we will make a special review of this publication because it is bringing and will be bringing a decay of the true faith (orthodoxy) among the young generation. 

Your Excellence, thereby we officially inform You of several deviations from the Catholic and Christian teaching in the above-mentioned book. The danger is all the bigger in that the readers do not presuppose that Cardinal of the Catholic Church could publicly be preaching heresies. 

Cardinal L. Husar: 
1) Theoretically he admits of a possibility of eternal condemnation, yet at the same time he denies that someone could be really condemned. He likewise has an unbiblical view of the teaching of salvation as well as of the existence and influence of spiritual beings (pg. 61-63
). 

2) He endorses the conclusions of Balamand. It is incomprehensible that Head of the biggest Uniate Church is standing up against its own identity, condemning it and regarding the Union as a mistake and a wrong in the Church. Though “praising” St. Josaphat, in reality he is renouncing both him and his work as well as his martyrdom for the Union. He is thereby very much hurting and misorientating common believers (pg. 45,46, 25).

3) He has a non-Catholic view of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope. By way of different ambiguous and conflicting statements he obscures the true substance of the authority of St. Peter (pg. 57,58,59).

4) By his attitude he permits homosexual partnership and does not consider it a sin! (pg. 67)

5) His Christian faith is eroded by a gnostic view of some spiritual energies which he is identifying with a kind of radio-waves (pg. 62-63). 

6) He himself admits that he occupies himself with divining by help of pendulum and he likewise does not regard it as sin (against 1st Commandment) (pg. 63).   

Yet what are the punishments for divination according to the canons of the Eastern Churches? For magic practices and divination there were punishments inflicted as for a murder, if the culprit was a priest, or a bishop, he was deprived of clerical status. 

Your Excellence, we kindly ask You to officially transmit our letter to the Holy Father as well as to the Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith. Thereby inform them of issues which are presented in the above-mentioned book so that there can be an adequate measure taken in time, with regard to CCEO, can. 1436 which serves as protection and remedy in serious cases of offending against the faith.
