Biblical view of disasters and catastrophes
Believing people know that natural disasters are a punishment from God, at least those among them who have a little feeling for the divine realities. The question is: Punishments for what? When God punishes, as we can see it on biblical examples, it is because people ask for it, call for it themselves. Whenever God is punishing, there is an expression of His love behind it. On the contrary, when He is silent, it is a sign that the things have already gone too wrong with the people. 
The meaning of God’s punishments:
The Bible clearly sees a direct connection between sin and all kinds of calamities. 

The Word of God says: “Behold, I will bring disaster upon this place and upon its inhabitants ... Because they have forsaken Me, and have burned incense unto other gods.” (2Kings 22:16-17) The sins of occultism (divination, magic), falling away from the living God, were chastened by wars and catastrophes. The Holy Scripture often repeats the word “therefore” and then mentions a concrete punishment! (cf. 2Kings 17:20-23)
Everything that is happening today much reminds of the picture of the end times described in the Revelation of Saint Apostle John (Rev 9:20-21). The Apostle saw in the spirit that even in great sufferings people will not repent but they will blaspheme against God and against His name (Rev 16:9).
After the Second Vatican Council the antichristian spirit started its invasion. Subsequently it manacled even all religious orders (with honourable exceptions). In the present religious orders one cannot live in truth, for anyone desiring to live by the spirit of the Gospel, by the spirit of true Christianity, is liquidated by means of psychological methods and by so-called obedience.
During his presence at the World Youth Day in July 2008 the Holy Father first had to apologize for the scandals caused by paedophile priests, and that as in America, so in Australia. Nevertheless, there still is no penance done in the Church!
God wants the Church in Ukraine to be the first to begin with true repentance. Fish begins to stink at the head – penance must be done by the hierarchy: they must renounce the spirit of HCT, the spirit of syncretism, homosexuality, and clearly preach God’s Word. This is what God wants; however, many theologians equivocate time and again by using pious phrases in order to avoid the essence and to quench God’s Spirit. 
Today it is necessary to clearly show the reality of the spiritual catastrophe in the Church. God is calling to repentance; however, the apostatic hierarchy is silent and keeps the believers in a sleep. That is why we see punishments coming one after another, spread of various diseases, AIDS, drug abuse, satanism, step by step this place turning into Sodom and Gomorrah. In the Christian nations, one by one, homosexual laws, euthanasia, abortions and all sorts of moral perversities are gaining ground. There is noone who would stand against, who would defend God’s Law, there are no protectors of faith! Noone repents, and those who would like to defend the faith are liquidated by their own hierarchy as rebels. It is not easy to repent because the apostate hierarchy has taken away the keys, stood in the way and lets nobody to the source of truth! The true Catholic hierarchy is being put to silence and liquidated!
Through temporal suffering Jesus in His love wants to save us from eternal damnation. God’s judgements are sent down with a single aim – that people may awaken and be saved. Our lot in the eternity depends on to what extent we will repent in truth!!
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
