Call to confession of faith and renouncement of heresies

Your Excellency,

on 19th December 2008 You issued information in Your circular that we, four bishops of the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church (UGCC), had been excommunicated. This publication of an illegal and invalid crime on Your part is an act of lie and meanness and at the same time a confession that You identify Yourself with the spirit and nature of this crime. 
You knew well enough that we were judged unlawfully and sentenced invalidly. The true reason was that we had publicly stood against overt heresies of Card. L. Husar.
Card. L. Husar and those who have united with him have fallen as apostates under God’s excommunication – anathema (cf. Gal 1:8-9). By Your statement of 19th December 2008 You stood against those who defend the essential truths of faith. At the same time You fully endorsed a heretic and apostate L. Husar and his apostatic Synod who likewise fall under this God’s anathema which need not even be proclaimed by the Holy Father nor can be remitted by him unless the culprits repent! Since by Your announcement You have indirectly united with the heresies, before God and before the Church we urge that You clearly and concretely renounce these Husar’s heresies as well as unity with the spirit which is behind them and publish it in Your circular by Good Friday (10th April 2009). It concerns the following heresies:
1) casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2) casting doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God 

3) casting doubt upon the eternity of hell

4) divination by pendulum

5) propagation of occultism and syncretism

6) approval of homosexuality and relativism

7) denial of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope

8) propagation of reincarnation

Unless You do so by the given term, on Good Friday You will already be a public heretic, an apostate, publicly falling under an anathema. Nobody is then bound in conscience to obey You! 
If You should die in this state and not repent, You would be eternally condemned! This warning obliges You in conscience! You will answer for this letter before God’s Judgement, yet not only there but even here before the faithful.
