A call upon the bishops who have fallen into apostasy

On 3rd August 2008 the new Bishops’ Synod of the UGCC announced to the Holy Father and publicly to all priests, men and women religious as well as to all the faithful of the UGCC in Ukraine that 17 bishops of the UGCC had been excommunicated from the Catholic Church by reason of apostasy (cf. Gal 1:8). The bishop of the UGCC who committed public apostasy from the faith cannot be invited to the Synod, and is excluded from the Synod by the same law (cf. can. 102 §1 and can. 953 §1 CCEO). 

Among these bishops there is Your name too. As a bishop You had primary responsibility for the purity of faith (can. 196 §1,2 CCEO). You were publicly called to renounce the heresies of Card. L. Husar and unity with him. You did not do so, and thus You made it clear that You are in unity both with him and with his heresies. Therefore You have excommunicated Yourself from the Catholic Church as an apostate. You publicly renounced the true faith in Jesus Christ and You publicly revealed that You have a different gospel and a different spirit. Because You have excluded Yourself from the Church of Christ, You now hold the episcopal office illegally. In this state of apostasy You can no longer shelter Yourself behind the divine authority, nor behind the authority of the Pope, nor behind the authority of Your episcopal office. Supposing You died in this impenitence, You shall be eternally condemned. Now as an apostate You have the only chance of a return into the Church, and that is public repentance. You must publicly renounce unity with the apostate Card. L. Husar, with his heresies as well as with his apostatic spirit.
The new Synod is willing to admit You on one condition, and that is public repentance. We offer You a form for declaring Your dissociation from the concrete heresies. 

We love You with Christ’s love, but this step we cannot do for You. You must do it Yourself in person before God and before the Church. We believe that in addition to this public repentance the Holy Father will then grant You personal repentance which will be for Your own good as well as for the benefit of our UGCC. You will, moreover, be an example to a number of other bishops who are unaware of their apostasy and who were not given the grace that somebody would point to their state.
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
