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Glory to Jesus Christ!

Your Excellency,

sending You our cordial greetings, we turn to You with a somewhat delicate matter – it concerns the ceasing of financial aid lent to our monastery by the beneficiary association Kirche in Not.

On October 17, 2006 we received a letter from this beneficiary association, wherein they informed us that they could no longer lend us whatever aid – that means no financial aid for building repairs or for the support of our novitiate – in spite of the fact that all men and women religious in Ukraine do receive such aid. There must likewise be no aid given to our old and ill sisters who suffered in the time of illegality and remained faithful to Christ. Today, when we care for three of them day and night and due to their serious state of health need to buy medicine for them, they take it hard that Cardinal L. Husar issued so unjust a statement. 

The old sisters listen to the Vatican Radio, and it caused them pain when on February 2, 2008 they heard how Card. L. Husar pleaded with the Holy Father in a weeping, heart-rending voice to grant him the title of Patriarch, because, as he said, he deserved it owing to the great suffering and faithfulness of the Ukrainian Catholic Church to the Holy Father during the time of illegality. The old bedridden sisters commented on it in tears: “How can such a person, who suffered nothing for the sake of our Church and who now persecutes those who did suffer for its sake, refer to our suffering and shelter himself behind it. He has forbidden financial support for us, that we no more be given a single penny for our cures. God sees it! May He forgive him that all! Our suffering is nothing compared with the suffering of those who laid down their lives for the Church’s sake and whose blood has been depreciated by Card. L. Husar. And the world believes him! Thank God that the Holy Father did not let himself be deceived.”

Your Excellency, You represent the Holy Father and You can redress this injustice at least partially. We want to ask You to send an explanation to the beneficiary association Kirche in Not with a request that though their aid cannot be given for our novitiate, that at least for our old and ill sisters they could give some aid needed for medicine. These sisters, unlike Card. L. Husar, do deserve it for all the suffering in the time of illegality owing to their faithfulness to the martyrish Church. Cardinal L. Husar even wasn’t in Ukraine in the time of illegality at all, and now he is liquidating this Church!
