False model of Christianity in the Czech Republic

Letter to Bishops of the Czech Bishops’ Conference (ČBK)

In these days in Austria the Holy Father Benedict XVI has called Europe to return to the truth by means of a return to Christianity and to Christ. These are prophetical words to the critical situation in which Christianity nowadays is, and that not only in Europe. 

The day before the Czech media announced: “The ensemble Schola Gregoriana Pragensis concentrating on Gregorian chant in cooperation with a choir of Japan monks has published a recording which joins Christian and buddhistic liturgical traditions. Both traditions stem from very strong spiritual foundations and are a reflection of spiritual experience”, said for ČTK (Czech Press Conference) the leader of the Prague ensemble. 

First we have to realize that Christian liturgy is the worship of God. We put a question, whom the so-called buddhistic liturgical tradition worships. What “strong spiritual foundations and spiritual experiences” are joined here together? It is obvious syncretism. “The Gentiles sacrifice to demons and not to God ... You cannot drink the cup of the Lord and the cup of demons.” (1Cor 10:20-21)

The spiritual father of this action is noone else but the Catholic priest Prof. Tomáš Halík who represents the Czech apostatic Church and its attitude of mind. This priest-apostate “revives” the present-day corpse-like Church, where the living Christ has no more place, in such way that he brings thereinto a new spirit – the spirit of buddhism (the spirit of antichrist). Then he wants to present this Czech Catholic mummy “revived” by the buddhistic spirit before Europe and before the world as the Church of the future. “We are witnesses to an absolutely extraordinary cultural and spiritual event” said the priest T. Halík who had mediated the meeting of both ensembles (ČTK). This is really an extraordinary spiritual event. Europe no longer knows Catholic missionaries, yet the mission is performed here by buddhistic monks under the patronage of a Catholic priest. The silence of the Czech Bishops’ Conference (ČBK), where the majority of bishops are Focolarines, is considered to be a consent and blessing to this apostatic activity. It will above all be the intellectuals who have lost the living Christ and are thus spiritually dead that will be “revived” by the buddhistic spirit. By means of a tour of the towns of the Czech Republic (CR) and of whole Europe, which is planned for the next year, there will be the spirit of the New Age spread. 

The words by Benedict XVI on the return of Europe to the truth and to Christ are prophetical. They convict the priest T. Halík as well as the Focolare bishops in CR, who approve Halík’s apostatic activity by their silence, of a devious way which leads to perdition. The activity of T. Halík is a model of transferring the false interpretation of Nostra aetate into practice. The priest T. Halík has already several times had in his church a meeting with the Dalai Lama who is considered to be a reincarnated god. Every week there are buddhistic meditations performed in the crypt of this church and it is a paradox that in television and in mass media the priest T. Halík publicly represents the Catholic Church. However, what in fact does he represent? 

The Czech bishops have entrusted to him the student university youth but thereby even its new formation towards the New Age. 

Katolický týdeník (The Catholic Weekly), which nowadays should no longer be called a Catholic but a syncretistic weekly, is the official speaker of the Catholic Church in CR and is issued with the imprimatur of the Czech bishops. This weekly regularly boosts the syncretistic activity of Tomáš Halík, his books and films. A common Catholic believer concludes therefrom that the apostatic activity of the priest T. Halík is nowadays a model of the Catholic teaching in practice. However, this is a big deceit and crime towards the plain souls. Full responsibility for these crimes falls upon the Czech bishops. 

Silence and hidden support on the part of ČBK shows that these Focolare bishops have already lost Catholic but even Christian identity and the leaders have turned into misleaders, though they preserved “love and unity”, but unfortunately today it is love for heresies and unity with the spirit of antichrist. The guilt for this apostasy as well as for the legalization of homosexual marriages in CR falls upon the whole ČBK, above all upon Cardinal M. Vlk.

The spirit of the New Age represented by the priest T. Halík, Focolarines and HCT has usurped the rule in the Czech Church. It is a spirit of apostasy and death. In the Catholic Church in CR this official apostasy from Christ is led by two key personalities. These are Cardinal M. Vlk and the priest Prof. T. Halík. The apostasy from Christ is in the present time passing through the stage of covert atheism (HCT); however, atheism as such is no longer the aim, it is just the inter-stage which disposes downright to the adoption of the new antichristian spirituality of the New Age.

Cardinal M. Vlk represents two trends in the Catholic Church: liberal trend and Focolare trend. The liberal trend leads through HCT to the apostasy from the living Christ, that means to the loss of Christ’s Spirit, though the external Church structure remains. A testimony to this is the fact that Card. M. Vlk expelled orthodox professors from the Theological Faculty in Prague and appointed liberal ones instead. 
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The first stage of a covert transfer of the Church to the spirituality of the New Age is apostasy from Christ. The second stage is adoption of a false christ and of a false gospel. And this can already be seen in practice in the Focolare movement. This movement bears a spirit; however, it is not the spirit of repentance, the spirit of truth, it is not the Spirit of Christ. It is the spirit of syncretism – New Age, the spirit of antichrist. Nonetheless Focolare preserves a Catholic image, so it is a broad way of apostasy for plain, sincere and misled victims. It offers them community, which the common Christian sees as a progress. Church-going impersonal Christianity without personal relationships thus gains a superstructure of a living community which is incorporated even in the national and supranational whole. A common Catholic who becomes a focolarine therefore has the sensation of an elite. However, unlike the communities of the early Christians, who gathered in the temple and from house to house, these Foco-communities are not built on the apostles’ teaching nor on prayer and true repentance and they are not at all opened to the Holy Spirit as the early Christians were. On the contrary, they are opened to syncretism and to heretical historic-critical theology (HCT). The Focolare movement is a big danger for the whole Church because their way of apostasy is publicly presented as a model of the new revived Church, shielded by the Church authorities and cunningly sheltering itself even behind the Holy Father. Focolare is the greatest trap for the Catholics because all is here done within the official Catholic Church. However, in fact, the matter here is apostasy to the New Age movement and therefore it is a way to perdition.

The second Church personality that plays a crucial part in transferring the Church to the New Age is the priest Prof. T. Halík. He “wisely” takes advantage of the current state of the Church paralyzed by the historic-critical theology and offers new spirituality. In contradistinction to the broad way of Focolare, this is a narrow way for intellectuals who have a sense of and a feeling for pseudospirituality and Oriental pseudomysticism. By charging T. Halík with the pastoral care of the university youth, Cardinal M. Vlk de facto caused that the last remains of the Catholic young generation lose the Catholic faith and pass to a new faith and to a new spirituality of the New Age represented by the priest T. Halík. 

A bishop of about 60 from the Czech Republic said with great indignation before the mother of one religious sister: “Everything has its limits, they stand beyond.” However, surprisingly, he thereby did not mean T. Halík and Czech bishops, as one could presume, but us who are defending Christian identity and Christ. The woman asked him a question: “You, Your Excellence, agree with liberals or with those who put Christ on an equal level with Buddha and with the likes of him?” The bishop replied: “No, I don’t, but in the way the Basilians from Pidhirtsi put things they give no possibility of a dialogue.” Regrettably to say, ČBK are exasperated at us that we preach the same Gospel as the Apostle Paul and that we clearly point at the substance of Christianity, i.e. where the Christ’s Spirit is. “If anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him” (Rom 8:9), even if he is a bishop or a member of ČBK. What fruit, however, does their so-called dialogue bear? Jesus did not permit any dialogue about His Gospel but gave us a command to preach the Gospel and teach all things that He had commanded us (Mt 28:19-20). Neither pagans dialogued with the early Christians. Their dialogue was – either they will renounce Christ, or – death. The testimony to this is the thousands of Christian martyrs. 

At the turn of the 14th and 15th century the priestly life in Europe likewise started to decline. Against that decline stood Jan Milíč, Tomáš Waldhauser and Jan Hus with a radical preaching of repentance. However, pharisaical hierarchy joined with the state power silenced the prophetical voice of the two preachers and the third one was burnt by them to death as a heretic in Constance in 1415. Ecclesiological mistakes of J. Hus are trifles in comparison with the doctrinal heresies of HCT which nowadays are supported by the bishops in CR. 
Today through HCT is denied the Divinity of Christ, His resurrection as well as the very inspiration of the Scripture. If a priest or a bishop preaches these doctrinal heresies, shields or tolerates them, it is a visible thing that can be proved. According to the Tradition and especially according to the Gospel he has thereby separated himself from the Church of Christ! Therefore as a heretic and apostate he must not be obeyed by the believers – in compliance with the Holy Scripture (Gal 1:8-9) as well as in compliance with the Tradition of the Fathers (see St. Basil, Arianism).

The mentioned woman asked the bishop one more question: “And You, Your Excellence, have You written Your standpoint to the fathers in Pidhirtsi?” The bishop answered: “They always brush everyone off!” We respond to it: We do not but ČBK and those who are apostates brush off everything that is vital and everyone who is orthodox and they do not permit any dialogue! We, on the contrary, defend the vital substance of the Church. Czech bishops by their attitude and spirit to which they opened themselves have fallen away from Christ’s Spirit and from His teaching. The mentioned Czech bishop said truthfully: “Everything has its limits, they (the bishops) have already stood beyond (Christ)!”

Dear Father Bishops of the Czech Republic, before God, before the bleeding Church and before the Holy Father to whom, unlike You, we are faithful, we are obliged to interpret to You the radical standpoint of the Word of God: Unless You separate Yourselves from the spirit of apostasy which is represented by the priest T. Halík, by the syncretistic Focolare movement and by HCT, You will be eternally condemned! We also warn those who avoid true repentance and hypocritically shelter themselves behind Your apostatic authority that they will be condemned the same as You. Further, we remind You that You will also have on Your conscience those deceived who follow You in their naivety and thus even they will be condemned!

We are not telling You this out of hate for You, but on the contrary, out of pure love for Christ, for You and for His flock, so that You as well as the whole flock may repent in truth, separate Yourselves from the spirit of antichrist and be saved!
