False spirituality

On the title page of the journal Kozatska Ukraina (“Cossack Ukraine”, N. 5-6, 2009) there is a photograph of L. Husar and Prof. Anatoliy Shevchenko, Head of the Ukrainian Registered Cossacks (URC). Pages 12 and 13 show several photographs. In one of them Card. L. Husar is in the chair, beside him Head of the URC and other 6 bishops of the UGCC: + I. Voznyak (Redemptorist), + S. Menyok (Redemptorist), + D. Motyuk (from Canada), + V. Medvit (OSBM), + V. Semenyuk (Ternopol), + P. Khomnytskyi (OSBM). We would like to point out that Card. L. Husar has excluded himself from the Church by reason of heresies and the same happened with all these bishops because of their unity with heresies and with the spirit of heresy of ex-Card. L. Husar. 
L. Husar says in his address: “I am glad that we have an opportunity to be with You – with people of high professional and spiritual qualities, people who know how to revive spirituality.”
Response: In his address, L. Husar repeats the word “spirituality” several times. Head of the URC, Mr Shevchenko, also speaks about spirituality in the article on page 2. We ask: What kind of spirituality is it? There is Christian spirituality and pagan spirituality. True spirituality and false one. True spirituality shows the safe way to salvation: conversion, repentance and the following of Christ. False spirituality only abuses Christian terminology but does not have God’s Spirit, the spirit of truth, the spirit of repentance. Such spirituality leads to perdition. The whole address by L. Husar testifies to false spirituality. He did not say a single word about Jesus Christ, about the necessity of repentance, conversion or true following of Christ. 
Spirituality of the Registered Cossacks

One has to distinguish between the Cossacks – Ukrainians 1000 years ago, when they were rooted in paganism and when they sacrificed to “demons” (cf. 1Cor 10:20), and the Cossacks – Ukrainians when they received the light of the saving faith in Christ. What kind of spirituality is professed by the contemporary registered Cossacks? It is unambiguously pagan spirituality. The article on pg. 23 emphasizes: “The Cossacks were familiar with magic, telekinesis, levitation, telepathy, hypnosis, suggestion... The Cossacks – ‘characternics’ (transl. wizards) – date their origin from the ancient Ukrainian pagan magicians (diviners, sorcerers).” However, God’s Word forbids all these practices, for through them works false demonic spirituality which brings a curse upon the individual, family and nation. The article does not hold up as an example the Christian Cossacks who – for their faith in Christ – courageously went into fierce battles and proudly died impaled on the stake. They went to death to save the Christian Ukraine from Islam. 
On 25th July 2009 a modern “expert” in Cossacks said in a radio broadcast called “Horizons”: “Man comes into this world many times in order to purify himself.”
Response: That speaks about reincarnation. Reincarnation denies the fundamental truths of the Christian faith – immortality of the soul, heaven and hell, Christ’s redemptive death for our sins. A modern “Cossack”, four centuries later, adjusts the faith of the Cossacks and offers them reincarnation. 
Words about spirituality in the mouth of L. Husar and Head of the URC mean antichristian, pagan spirituality connected with divination and magic. Even the elite association of Freemasons in Ukraine seeks to renew this spirituality. 
L. Husar divines by pendulum, approves of homosexuality, denies the eternity of hell, casts doubt upon the Divinity of Christ and approves of reincarnation. 
Quotation of L. Husar: “I am very glad that I have the opportunity to be with You, for our state is in great need of a spiritual elite.”

Question: Who gathers the so-called elite of people who have a crucial influence on the society? Five years ago a Masonic lodge was founded in Lvov. Freemasons already have their centres in five big cities in Ukraine. We ask: Are the URC and L. Husar in unity with this “spiritual elite” or in a kind of relationship with it? 
Quotation of L. Husar: “The faith and attitude of the representative of the URC is transmitted to people who come more and more often to the Church where there is love, light, joy.”

Question: What kind of Church is it? Is it a temple or a fellowship of some elite? What kind of faith? There is a saving faith and a false faith. The saving faith gives the first place to Jesus Christ. False faith gives Him a secondary place. What kind of faith does the representative of the URC transmit according to Husar? And what about love? True love desires the salvation of our neighbours. False love tolerates sin and boycotts salvation. There is also true light and false light. The true Light is Christ. 
Quotation of the Head of the URC: “This oath (of the URC) which is taken by Cossacks and Beregyni (transl. mermaids) during initiation is an oath to the Lord. I emphasize: not an oath of loyalty to the hetman, or to the government or Ukrainian nation or to another person, but to the Lord Himself.”
Question: Here it is said that the oath exceeds both the person and nation and the first place is given to “loyalty to the Lord”. We ask: But to what lord? Nowadays this oath certainly has nothing in common with our Lord Jesus Christ. There is another lord. If we disclose the background of the false spirituality sheltered by Husar, we will get a shock – for this lord with small ‘l’ is the devil. Likewise, the word “God” does not mean the Christian God but god with small ‘g’ (antigod). 
On page 4 there is a picture of one of the Cossack members swearing an oath in a new Cossack temple intended, as they say, for Catholic, Orthodox as well as Protestant believers. The candidate is kneeling, the hetman of the URC is holding a sword and touching with it the candidate’s neck, and the candidate thus takes an oath to “the Lord”. We ask again: To what lord and what god?
Explanation of basic terms: 

People who have adopted a “new” thinking perceive a different content under the terms “love”, “faith”, “God”, “unity”, “Christianity”, “tolerance”.

	love
	To commit and sacrifice oneself out of love for neighbour with the aim of his eternal salvation. Love is the opposite of egoism. 
	Under the term “love” one understands immo-rality, pornography, homosexuality, marital infidelity etc. Love in fact means egoism and laziness to stand against evil and lie. 

	faith
	Here is meant the saving faith in God, built upon conversion, repentance, following of Christ, i.e. on the sound foundation of the Scripture and Tradition.
	Faith in one’s own self, in various gurus, Oriental practices, superstitions and heretical teachings. 

	God
	It means the Triune God – the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. Jesus is true God, of one Being with the Father.
	It means an undefined so-called energy. In reality it is demons. 

	unity
	The term “unity” is understood as unity in Christ through conversion and repentance. Without interior unity of each Christian with Jesus, external unity of Christians is not possible. Jesus Christ must have the first place in our life. This unity requires separation from heresies and from the heretical hierarchy. For the sake of so-called unity we cannot renounce fundamental truths of the faith. 
	The term “unity” is understood as external uniformity or globalization of Christians and pagans – without conversion, without repentance, at the cost of a betrayal of Christ and denial of the fundamental truths of Christianity. It is apostasy from Christ and from salvation. In practice it means not to permit anyone to disengage oneself from the ruling heretical system.

	Christianity
	True Christianity: Such Christianity which has sound foundations, which in the first place proclaims salvation, leads to the change of one’s life and to the following of Christ. A true Christian reckons every day with death, with God’s Judgement and with eternity. True Christianity dissociates itself from heresies and from the heretical spirit. 
	False Christianity: This is apostatical Christianity which denies the foundations leading to salvation – inspiration of the Scripture, Divinity of Christ and all miracles, conversion, repen-tance, a fight with sin, with heresy and with lie. It produces mere theological phrases. Such Chris-tianity is an instrument of keeping the Christian nations under the sway of heretical hierarchy. Behind this system there is spiritual death. 

	tolerance
	It is important to emphasize the common foundation – Jesus Christ, the most fundamental truths of the faith and life in accordance with them. 
Then one can tolerate that someone else is on a different level of knowledge or does not have the strength to live in true and radical asceticism. 
	This means tolerance towards sin and heresies. In fact, it is a betrayal of Christ and reception of a different Christ and different gospel. In relation to the true believers – merciless liquidation on the basis of the most outrageous lies and demagogies. 


Ex-Card. Husar, the heretical Synod united with him and the Registered Cossacks (URC) have a different spirituality from that of the true Christians. One has to know it and with respect to it also to understand their external manners and the religious terms they use. 
We propose that the apostatical Synod of the UGCC and their closest co-workers should not confuse the people but right now establish for themselves an association of Ukrainian Registered Outlaws – URO. Outlaws like Yanoshik in Slovakia robbed the rich and gave to the poor. Some racketeers in Ukraine are similar to them – with stolen money they willingly build a church. However, unlike medieval outlaws and contemporary racketeers, the heretical Synod of the UGCC along with its co-workers, do quite the opposite: they rob the poor and fill their own pockets. According to Christ’s words, the first group is more likely to show repentance and save their souls than contemporary pharisees and high priests of the UGCC. 
Conclusion

Our orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC called upon Card. L. Husar to renounce heresies and to confess the true faith. Since he did not do so, he fell under an anathema, i.e. excommunication from the Body of Christ. If he does not repent and dies in this state of apostasy, he will be eternally condemned! All bishops of the UGCC are in a similar state; so they have false spirituality which leads to perdition. These people pretend to be true Catholic bishops, but they are not. Tens of thousands of souls follow them under false obedience into perdition – and that is a very serious thing!
In this spirituality there is no place for repentance, conversion or true unity with Christ. This spirituality does not lead to salvation but to eternal perdition. Jesus says to all of us: “Unless you repent, you will all perish.” (Lk 13:3)

We have to be converted from false spirituality to the true one, the sense of which is salvation – eternal life in Jesus Christ!
