The situation in our UGCC is critical and tension is created by inadequate scandalous actions (e.g. Stryi and mendacious information of Bp. T. Senkiv that he was physically attacked by three bishops, which was spread throughout the world via the mass media).

The reason why there has been a temporary synod appointed is the fact that L. Husar overtly proclaims heresies! This new Synod published his automatic excommunication from the Church for apostasy according to Gal 1:8-9. The bishops in Ukraine (17) were called to dissociate themselves from the heresies; however, all decided to remain in unity with the heretic, wherefore the new Synod made it public that they had openly denied our Lord Jesus Christ and His Gospel and chosen a heretic and apostate. Thereby they excluded themselves from the Mystical Body of Christ – from the Church. The fact that they continue in the visible structure changes nothing about the spiritual reality that the whole Synod (17 bishops) has fallen into apostasy – under an anathema!
We inform You

that on 1st-3rd September 2008 an assembly of the new orthodox Catholic Synod took place.

We propose to the Synod, which numbers 49 bishops, thereout 18 apostates:
1) that it should retire L. Husar
