The Freemasons and relativism

Jesus Christ gave birth to His Church on the cross so that she could lead the believers to the salvation of their immortal souls. This is the supreme law and the sole mission of the Church in the world. The apostles (bishops – their successors) were appointed by Jesus to preach the Gospel to every creature (Mk 16:15), to teach all the nations, to baptize them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and to teach them to observe all things that He had commanded them (Mt 28:19-20). “Because there is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.” (Acts 4:12) Only in Jesus are people saved, delivered from eternal condemnation, that is, from the torment of hell. “He who believes (in Jesus) and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.” (Mk 16:16) Therefore to the end of the ages the apostles – bishops are obliged by Christ to preach “repentance and remission of sins” (Lk 24:47) to all people.
In sharp contrast to the Gospel is religious relativism, i.e. assertion that all religions are on an equal footing and that their different gods lead to salvation. But what communion has light with darkness, what accord has Christ with Belial (Satan) and what agreement has the temple of God with idols?! (2Cor 6:14-16) And therefore we cannot partake of what was sacrificed to idols (demons) (cf. 1Cor 10:19-21) nor of the doctrines of other religions. Religious relativism is a lie and blasphemous dishonour on the sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross. 
This very type of relativism is one of the basic principles of the Freemasons. Their constitutions drawn up by the Presbyterian pastor Anderson contain the assertion that a Mason who grasped the “art” (of Freemasonry) “will never be a silly atheist or a wanton unbeliever”. Yet concerning religion, the members are to confess the one “which they all agree on” or “which they all consent to”. Nowadays instead of religion the Freemasons are to confess something like “a unifying principle”, according to them superior to all religions and even to Jesus Christ Himself. However, the condition for accepting such a principle is betrayal of one’s faith and degradation of Jesus. In the constitutions Anderson states that every man can keep his opinion, or belief, the only thing important being that he must be a good and honest man. By contrast, the condition for becoming members of God’s kingdom and for being included in the number of the saved is repentance – transformation of mind (cf. Mk 1:15) and belief in Jesus Christ, the Son of God and Saviour; it is not enough to be good only. Anderson’s apostasy from Christ was the cause of religious relativism recorded in the Masonic constitutions. Every Christian who joins the Masonic lodges exposes himself to this kind of apostasy from the living Christ. 
The Freemasons disseminate the antigospel in politics, education, culture, health service, Churches etc. The common means of spreading their ideas are the press and the mass media. The fact that the Freemasonry tries to create a kind of shadow social politics (see last booklet) and anti-Church is evident from the words of Jacques Mitterand, grand master of the Grand Orient of France (one of the five French Masonic associations). In 1968 he said: “We will not be content being a ‘Secret republic’ in our churches; we are the anti-Church.” Freemasonry is a secret structure seeking to transform the mind by spreading the ideas of relativism. True repentance – metanoia – is a change of thinking and thus of spirit as well (the spirit of the world for the Spirit of God). It is therefore necessary to abandon the root of false relativism and to receive and “believe in the Gospel” (cf. Mk 1:15). The obstacle to this is human pride. But metanoia is the condition of the saving faith and of salvation. 

They do not demand that Catholics should openly renounce their faith (the moral values proclaimed by the Church) but under the guise of so-called “religious tolerance” they do not permit them to confess Jesus Christ as the only God and the only Saviour. By this method of relativism they lead the Catholic Christian to slow and unnoticeable apostasy from the saving faith. So the Christian who joins the Masons and adopts the ideas of relativism is after short time no longer able to confess and defend Jesus. Christ becomes to him one of many, His redemptive death on the cross loses sense, sin ceases to exist, or even if it does remain, he does not admit that without conversion and repentance it could be the cause of eternal condemnation. Heaven and hell cease to really exist for him. The unalterable truths of faith lose their salvific power and he begins to view them as a mere religious doctrine, one of many. He will even claim that it is similar to other religious systems and identical with them in a number of elements, only expressed in a different metaphorical manner. Jesus Christ will no longer be the Saviour to him, but a mere religious leader who left him a nice sentimental life example, but nothing more. Within “religious tolerance” one must not defend one’s own faith, and the one who would dare to preach Christ, the only Saviour, and His unalterable law is, in their view, a fundamentalist whom they know how to ridicule and defame. This view, however, is a fall-away from Christ, real apostasy. Many Catholic hierarchs, theologians, seminarists, religious superiors (e.g. sr. Dia Stasiuk OSBM, Fr. K. Yaremak OSBM) and leaders of some movements (e.g. Focolare) submitted to this spirit.

It is appalling that owing to the false interpretation of “Nostra aetate” and HCT this relativism is proclaimed and promoted with impunity at theological faculties and in seminaries. The one who dares to label this relativism as a heresy is punished. The cardinals, bishops, priests and religious who proclaim religious relativism have betrayed Jesus Christ and are either Masons, or even if they are not, they act in full compliance with their intentions. And thus for this grave offence against Christ they justly deserve major excommunication. The Freemasons deny the existence and obligatoriness of the one and unalterable Truth, that is, Christ, the Son of God. To them apply the words of St. John: “Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist who denies the Father and the Son.” (1Jn 2:22-23)

Card. L. Husar and his people claim obedience. The Masonic directives Alta Vendita read that the most effective means of self-destruction of the Church is the abuse of her obedience. This is done through the apostate bishops. Quotation: “Many will suppose that by virtue of obedience they are marching under the banner of the Apostolic keys, while in reality they are marching under our banner.” This is a terrible thing. The only defence is not to obey such bishops and priests who do not obey God and are apostates. 

On the front page of the newspaper Vysokyi Zamok (5th November 2003, № 206) Card. L. Husar declares: “I am not a Mason. This concerns my relative whose name is Lubomyr Husar.” This may be true, but what is certainly true is that his spiritual programme of religious relativism is identical with the spirit of this anti-Church secret organization.
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
