If there are no foundations, there is no hierarchy

An Open Letter to Cardinals and Bishops of the Catholic Church

Your Eminence (Your Excellence),

we, the monks of the Pidhirtsi monastery in Ukraine, have already for two years been writing letters in which we point at the necessity of personal conversion and repentance. Above all we beseech the Holy Father Benedict XVI as well as You, dear Church fathers, for an authoritative statement on the so-called historic-critical theology – method (HCT) and on syncretism with pagan religions – the false interpretation of Nostra aetate (NA) along with the gesture in Assisi.

Why are we writing? Because the believers are absolutely misorientated and Catholics today do not know what actually is the teaching of the Catholic Church and what faith leads to salvation!

HCT and NA with the gesture in Assisi have eroded the foundations of the Christian faith and of the apostolic teaching. This is a threat to the salvation of souls (cf. Mt 23:13; Gal 1:8-9).

Many priests, bishops and cardinals clearly perceive the current situation, they agree with us and manifest delight that there is someone who has the courage to point at the two holes in the sinking ship of the Church.

Some take offence at us and condemn us for our letters. To those we respond: We do not think at all that we are the only who have opened ourselves to the Spirit of truth and repentance and that we alone have the sense to discern what is in accord with the Scripture and the Tradition and what, on the contrary, is contradictory to the Gospel and to the Spirit of Christ. Every converted Christian who lives by faith and in whom Christ lives should have this discernment (cf. Jn 7:17; 8:47; 10:5; 18:37; 1Jn 5:10).

We ask:

1) Do you believe that the Lord Jesus Christ is true God and true man?

2) Do you believe that He is the only Saviour? (cf. Acts 4:12)

3) Do you believe that the Gospels are an authentic testimony of His teaching, life, death and resurrection?

4) Do you believe that the whole Scripture is infallible Word of God?

5) Do you believe that the Pope, when speaking “ex cathedra” on questions of faith and morals, is infallible?

If so, then you are Christians and Catholics and it is not difficult for you to discern that all that we write on HCT, occultism and pagan religions is nothing else than what is said in the Holy Scripture and by all Fathers of the Church (1Thes 2:13; Mk 16:15-16; Jn 8:24; 18:37; 1Jn 5:12-13; Acts 4:1; 1Cor 10:20-21).
But if you do not believe that the Lord Jesus is true God and the only Saviour, if you do not believe that the Gospels and the whole Scripture is the Word of God, but on the contrary you believe HCT and the spirit of the New Age and claim that all religions are practically equivalent and salvific, then you are neither Catholics nor Christians. For if that which we write is not true and the Lord Jesus is not the only true God and Saviour and if the Gospels lie, then the whole Catholic Church loses the substance of her existence! Then de facto there is neither papacy nor the function of cardinals, nor of bishops and priests. In such case cardinals and bishops are deceivers and the faithful are not obliged to obey any of them as they themselves have denied both their office and their authority! By their unbelief they have ipso facto excluded themselves from the mystical body of Christ, the Church, even though they still remain in the external structure. Supposing that the faithful will obey them in such a state, they will along with them make for eternal condemnation. In other words, HCT and NA with the gesture in Assisi in their consequences violate and liquidate the existence of the Catholic Church as such, including her hierarchy. If we fight against HCT and NA with the gesture in Assisi, we are thus struggling for the salvation of the foundations of the Catholic Church and of her healthy structure, too!

Some object that not all to whom the Gospel was preached believed in Christ. Then they ask: Do you want to say that these will be condemned?

The answer is simple: You will come to know this mystery as soon as you will yourselves stand before the judgement of God. You are obliged to care for your salvation and in the present times to preach Christ to all nations as He commanded us!

The whole Word of God is concentrated in one central truth, namely that Jesus Christ is true God and the only Saviour. The one who believes in Him will be saved, the one who does not believe in Him will be condemned! This refers to all people and nations and we are obliged to preach Jesus even at the price of persecution or loss of physical life. That is Christ’s command. Saint Paul says: “Woe to me if I do not preach the Gospel.” (cf. 1Cor 9:16)
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
