RES: Legal action against Card. A. Vallini for participating in the violation of the canon law 
and in stating of lies in the official documents of the Apostolic Signatura.

Your Holiness,

on 8th December 2006 I lodged to the attention of Your Holiness an accusation against Mons. Card. A. Vallini, the Prefect of the Apostolic Signatura, for his participation in the violation of canon law (and in other criminal activity). Because the Apostolic Signatura under his leadership continues this illegal activity and states further lies in its official documents, I am turning to You on the basis of CIC can. 1502, 1417, 1442 and 1405 §1 (CCEO can. 1185, 1055 §1, 1059 §1 and 1060 §1 pt. 1-2) and I lodge the accusation again.

1) On 14th March 2007 the Apostolic Signatura issued a decree N. 37579/05 CA in which it completely ignores my registered letter dated 8th December 2006 addressed to Mons. A. Vallini, Prefect of the Apostolic Signatura, in which I pointed at lawless proceeding of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, at manipulations in the matter of legal proceedings and at false information stated in the decrees of the Apostolic Signatura. I demanded explanation and reparation. Though the Apostolic Signatura has undoubted competence to explain or withdraw false statements in its own decrees (N. 37579/05 CA dated 20th November 2006), it purposefully avoided it and completely ignored the contents of my letter dated 8th December 2006 in all its points!
2) Moreover, the letter of the Apostolic Signatura from 14th March 2007 includes another false statement that the Congregation for the Oriental Churches tried in various ways to deliver to me the letter of my dismissal. This statement is false, too. In spite of the fact that the Congregation for the Oriental Churches has been engaged in my hierarchical recourse for more than two years, up to this time it has sent not a single letter to my official address in the Czech Republic and it did so not even through the superiors of the Basilian Order, of which I am still a member. The Apostolic Signatura claims that the Congregation for the Oriental Churches had a “hindrance” to the delivery of their letters to me. The Apostolic Signatura is convicted of lie by the delivery of their own letters which I received without problems.
How will probably look the treatment of my appeal before the Apostolic Signatura if it completely ignores false statements in its own documents, does not express itself on them at all and even passes them as truthful?

It is absolutely amoral and lawless from the part of the Vatican dicasteries that they avoid treating the contents of my 12 letters in the matter of hierarchical recourse and that they ignore the facts mentioned therein (see enclosure).

3) At the same time I lodge a legal action against the Congregation for the Oriental Churches (COCh) because:

a) they confirmed the decree of my dismissal from the Order in spite of having evidence of my innocence and being acquainted with the illegal proceeding of the General Superior;

b) they committed a deceit in the matter of my hierarchical recourse when mendaciously stating that they had sent an Apostolic Visitator to my monastery to my defence;
c) they committed a deceit when they concealed the reception of the letters I sent to them from the Czech Republic (CR) and claimed that they did not know my address in CR;

d) in the matter of my hierarchical recourse they completely ignored the contents of my letters and replied to none of them;

e) the policy of COCh leads to the liquidation of UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) as I wrote to You about it in the previous letters, too. 
4) I also repeatedly lodge an accusation against the General Superior Fr. Basil Koubetch OSBM who in absolute contradistinction with the canon law (cf. CCEO 1471 §2) “in the name of holy obedience” ordered me to sign a false confession and because I did not sign it he dismissed me from the Order for “disobedience”. Further instances of violation of the canon law on the part of B. Koubetch along with evidence I have brought forward in the legal action dated 8th December 2006, next in the legal actions addressed to the Tribunal of the Roman Rota from 20th January 2005, then repeatedly in the letter from 1st March 2005 (copies were sent to the Apostolic Signatura) and also in other letters to the Vatican dicasteries (see enclosure).

5) Concerning the above-mentioned facts I propose:

a) that Mons. Card. A. Vallini is deprived of the office of the Prefect of the Apostolic Signatura and of the title of Cardinal

b) that the Congregation for the Oriental Churches is abolished
c) that the General Superior B. Koubetch OSBM is punished by the dismissal from the Order.

Your Holiness, in this whole artificially constructed process against me and my fellow brothers the point is by no means some guilt of ours. In fact, we are being dismissed from the Order and punished for our Catholic orthodoxy. You can make sure from our letters, e.g. the ones concerning historic-critical theology etc. The root of the problems is that in the system which works in the Vatican dicasteries one defends the other, even if one of them commits some injustice or even a crime! If one helped the other when it is necessary to stand up in the defence of the true faith and of the Catholic Church, then all would be in order. However, this system in the name of obedience liquidates the innocent and before us it already liquidated thousands of others who, however, were not able to defend themselves. I therefore ask You to stand up boldly for the truth as I already asked You for it along with the other fathers from Pidhirtsi (Ukraine).


I kindly ask You that this legal action is received and that I am challenged to provide further evidence.
