as Superior General of ____________ You were publicly called by our orthodox Catholic Synod of the UGCC in a letter of 24th June 2009 to confess Your faith and to renounce heresies. You were sent a special form therefor. 
You did not confess the faith, You did not dissociate Yourself from the heresies. You were announced that according to can. 1364 §1 CIC You would incur the latae sententiae penalty of excommunication and at the same time the punishment of anathema according to God’s law (Gal 1:8-9)!
A copy of this appeal was sent to Pope Benedict XVI.

On authority of apostolic and prophetic ministry in the Church (cf. Eph 2:20) we hereby announce to You that You are excommunicated from the Church. Now You already hold the office unlawfully. In case of death, supposing You should persist in the state of impenitence, You would be eternally condemned as an apostate from the Church! 
We now make this Your self-excommunication public before the whole Church too. Religious must no longer obey You, otherwise they partake of Your crime of a public betrayal of Christ and of His Mystical Body – the Church.
