Letter to the Bishops of the UGCC in Ukraine

Venerable bishops of the UGCC,
we are sending You a review of the book Discussions with His Beatitude Card. L. Husar – On Postconfessional Christianity (Lvov, 2006). In this review we pointed out seven heresies:

1. heresy – that Jesus is a mere human and no God (see analysis in the letter of 8th May 2008)

2. heresy – that the Mother of God was a common woman and no Virgin (see analysis in the letter of 8th May 2008)

3. heresy – a statement that homosexuals can live together if they insist on it and that they can perform sexual activity of whatever kind (see analysis in the letter of 7th May 2008)
4. heresy – approval of occultism – a sin of divination by pendulum committed by Head of the UGCC (see analysis in the letter of 2nd May 2008)
5. heresy – about occult powers – so-called energies (see analysis in the letter of 1st May 2008)
6. heresy – about hell, denial of eternal condemnation (see analysis in the letter of 25th April 2008)
7. heresy – about the primacy (see analysis in the letter of 26th April 2008)
1. Who adheres to and proclaims these heresies is no longer a Catholic nor a Christian but a heretic and apostate and has already excommunicated himself spiritually from the Church. The Church is obliged to exhort such person in public to revoke these heresies. Unless he does so, the Church is obliged to publicly excommunicate such a heretic. Such excommunication is a separation of a sick member for the sake of salvation of the rest of the organism. However, in this case it is the head of our Church that is sick. You, bishops of the UGCC, therefore, first exhort Card. L. Husar to withdraw his heresies. If he does so, then it is necessary that he should repent of the public offence he caused and resign his office. Unless he withdraws his heresies and unless he is willing to resign from the leadership of the Church, You will have to definitely separate Yourselves from him. Unless You do so, You take part in his heresies and the punishment of excommunication falls upon You as well. 
2. However, this most serious problem – the heresies of Card. Husar – was not dealt with at the meeting of bishops in Bryukhovychi on 3rd May 2008 at all. Instead, You voted on our excommunication and You probably asked the Congregation for the Oriental Churches to confirm it. But You should realize that in case You publicly excommunicate us, it is invalid both before God and before the whole Church because we defend Christ and His Church against spiritual self-liquidation which is caused by the above-mentioned heresies. You thereby condemn and exclude Christ from the Church, and in actual fact You excommunicate You Yourselves. We then as bishops are, on the other hand, obliged to publicly pronounce Your internal excommunication, under which You fall on grounds of heresy, and, following the example of the Apostle Paul, to excommunicate Card. L. Husar and all Bishops of the UGCC in Ukraine. 
3. If You dissociate Yourselves from the heresies of Card. L. Husar, You will thereby give freedom to the Holy Father to duly incorporate us in the Synod of the UGCC. This will bring a change of spirit into the leadership of the UGCC through genuine repentance. Thereafter the full Gospel may be preached throughout the UGCC and through the UGCC whole Ukraine may see her spiritual resurrection. We remind You of this responsibility before God, before the Church and before the nation.

4. On 23rd May 2008 the State Secretary of Vatican Cardinal T. Bertone is visiting Ukraine. The main point of his visit should be to solve the situation concerning Head of the UGCC, Card. L. Husar, who publicly proclaims heresies. 

We, four bishops of the UGCC, proclaim the true Catholic teaching of the Scripture and Tradition; on the other hand, Cardinal Husar with his so-called postconfessional Christianity proclaims a heretical teaching. It is necessary to advise Cardinal T. Bertone that he should realize the danger rising from the visit – i.e. that greeting with a heretic entails an abuse of a social gesture, which Card. Husar will subsequently use to cover his betrayal before the faithful. An innocent gesture will create an impression as if none of his heresies existed, as if the innocent were condemned and lawlessness legalized. And for this aim one will also misuse different photographs of this visit to form a false public opinion on the unity of heresy and the Apostolic See. 

Venerable bishops of the UGCC,

· we ask You to deal with the most serious problem and that is the public proclamation of heresies by Card. L. Husar.

· we also remind that in the event that You excommunicate us the innocent, we shall be forced to do the same.

· supposing You give freedom to the Holy Father to incorporate us in the Synod of the UGCC and thus to change the spirit, God can give us spiritual awakening and resurrection.

Christ is risen! He is risen indeed!
