The orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod of the UGCC in Ukraine hereby announces before the whole Church of Christ that Bishop (Archbishop, Cardinal) __________ has been excommunicated from the Mystical Body of Christ – the Church – as a heretic and apostate. This promulgation of anathema was preceded by a double appeal for the confession of the true faith and for the renouncement of heresies – on 24th June 2009 and 17th July 2009. 
Reverend Bishop ______ , because You remained in obstinacy, You thus manifested before the whole Church Your interior state of apostasy. You betrayed Christ, His Gospel and renounced Christ’s Spirit (cf. Rom 8:9). If You persist in this state of impenitence and die, You will be eternally condemned. As from the day of Your excommunication (i.e. 26th July 2009), You occupy Your post unlawfully. You no longer serve Christ but antichrist. You do not have the Spirit of Christ but the spirit of apostasy, the spirit of the world. As an apostate You are going to hell, and You cunningly abuse the divine authority, sweeping along numbers of souls on the way to eternal damnation. Resign freely Your post and repent of public apostasy and denial of Christ and His Gospel. After Your public repentance ask the Holy Father Benedict XVI to determine a concrete penalty for You.
