Letter to Irish bishops
Your Excellency,

we are turning to You with a request for confession of faith and dissociation from heresies which destroy the foundations of Christianity.

A week before the referendum in Ireland Bishop Nöel Treanor manipulated the believers by stating mendaciously: “I state unequivocally that a Catholic can, without reserve and in good conscience, vote ‘Yes’ for the Lisbon Treaty. There are no grounds to justify a ‘No’ vote in the Lisbon Treaty on the basis of specifically religious or ethical concerns.” This is a manifestation of demagogy and lie. His phrases about dialogue and ideal space for the Church through the EU are likewise false. 

What actually is the Lisbon Treaty and what spirit is behind it? 

The Czech President implied that the Lisbon Treaty opens the door for dictatorship whereby it interferes in the sphere of ethics and religion. 

We ask: Does this Treaty secure general human values such as the right to life, particularly the right to life of the unborn children or protection against euthanasia? Does it secure juvenile protection against moral devastation through propagation of homosexual pornography and other perverted things that corrupt the morals of youth, family and nation at the root?

The answer: The Lisbon Treaty dos not secure this; on the contrary, it harshly promotes killing of the unborn, killing of unproductive people (euthanasia) and homosexuality! The Czech Senators have lodged a complaint against the Lisbon Treaty with the Constitutional Court, for it is at sharp variance with the Czech Constitution which guarantees true values.

We have already sent two appeals to the Irish bishops. Now we are sending an appeal which concerns faithfulness of each bishop to Christ and His Mystical Body – the Church. People were manipulated by the statement of the shepherd: “A Catholic can, without reserve and in good conscience, vote ‘Yes’ for the Lisbon Treaty.” Every bishop in his diocese should have declared courageously quite the contrary: “A Catholic is obliged, according to his or her conscience, to vote ‘No’ against the Lisbon Treaty since it covertly denies the essence of morals and Christianity.” The referendum in Ireland was decisive as to the process of liquidation of Christianity in Europe. 

Our orthodox Catholic Bishops’ Synod turns in this time to each Irish bishop personally and before God binds him in conscience to confess the faith and to dissociate himself from heresies in accordance with the attached formula. To the question what right we have to appeal for confession of faith we respond with a question: What right had a common maidservant to demand confession of faith from the first Pope – Peter? (cf. Mt 26:69-75)
Today, in this time of rationalism, it is not sufficient to confess the faith with a general statement that we confess the faith every Sunday in the Holy Mass or with a phrase that I believe everything that the Catholic faith presents to be believed. For today, in this time of rationalism and mass apostasy from the true faith, many understand the term Catholic Church as the majority of bishops and professors of theology who, however, have a new view of the Church and of the fundamental truths of Christianity. But this is not the Catholic faith; this is a heretical faith. 

Your Excellency, at the very moment when the heretic Zöllitsch, President of the Bishops’ Conference of Germany, publicly uttered the heresy that Christ did not die for our sins, he was automatically excommunicated from the Church. Unfortunately, the German bishops gave tacit consent to his heresy, wherefore they likewise fell under a latae sententiae penalty of excommunication and at the same time under God’s anathema (according to Gal 1:8-9) by reason of unity with heresies. 

Similarly, a latae sententiae excommunication and God’s anathema fell upon the bishops of India for the so-called Indianized (Hindu) Bible. 

The Prefects and Secretaries of the Vatican dicasteries were excommunicated in the same way by reason of unity and misprision of heresies. They publicly betrayed Christ, the Church and the Pope. That they continue at these high posts does not alter the fact that they have interiorly fallen away from God and that they are excommunicated from the Church. 

Owing to the painful reality in Ireland that instead of defending God’s laws and the essence of Christianity some bishops did the opposite, we bring forward the need to confess the faith and to renounce heresies even to You who are a bishop of the Irish Church. Every believer must know which shepherd has the Spirit of Christ and which one has the spirit of Judas. You have the chance to confess the faith and to dissociate Yourself from heresies by 11th November 2009. Therefore we send You the formula again and remind of the basic conditions:

1) It is necessary that You publicly confess the Catholic and apostolic faith according to this formula before the priests and believers and dissociate Yourself from the contemporary heresies and from the spirit of heresy.

2) Send this confession to the Holy Father.

3) Please, inform us by 11th November 2009 if You confessed Your Catholic faith. Your silence will be understood in the way that You remain in unity with heresies and are not willing to confess the true faith. Then we will announce Your free decision publicly before the whole Church.
