To Presidents of Bishops’ Conferences
Your Excellencies,

on 17th December 2008 Card. L. Husar sent You a letter concerning the situation in the UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) in Ukraine. We next quote from the letter:
1. Quotation: “Four priests – three religious (Eliáš Dohnal OSBM, Metoděj Špiřík OSBM, Markian Hitiuk OSBM) and one diocesan priest (Robert Oberhauser) – have already for a longer period of time been spreading letters throughout the world, wherein they paint a most gloomy picture of this Church.”
Response: “... a most gloomy picture...” – Our letters make a diagnosis and show the solution. We point out the heresies of Card. L. Husar and warn of simony and other abuses. The reason why we do so is that these problems should be dealt with and that the UGCC should dissociate itself from the spirit of heresy and repent in earnest.
2. Quotation: “They accuse the Church hierarchy – not excepting high representatives of the Roman curia and of the episcopate in different countries of the world – of various sins, starting from heresies, and at the same time they call both the clergy and laity to disobedience to and disclaimer of the hierarchy.”
Response: Card. L. Husar admits that we point out his heresies and sins. This, however, is the primary duty of the shepherd. We fulfil it from the beginning. Admittedly, for fulfilling this duty we ought to be rewarded already here on earth, but we are waiting for a reward in heaven! What reward can be expected by Card. L. Husar if he has betrayed Christ and makes the souls entrusted to him follow the same way of betrayal into hell?

It is also true that we defend the Church, the one of Latin rite too, by struggling against the primary root of self-destruction, which is historic-critical theology and so-called respect for other religions leading to syncretism.

For the same reason we made it public that the punishment of anathema fell even upon the Prefect of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches Msgr. L. Sandri who allowed episcopal consecration of a homosexual priest and besides, consciously – in spite of several warnings – allowed even episcopal consecration of a heretic. He makes unity with the heresies of Card. L. Husar and fully shields them.
Our defence of the true faith in the Church runs neither counter to the canon law nor counter to God’s law, but is in total accord with them. 
Likewise, we made it public that God’s anathema fell upon the Prefect of the Congregation for the Evangelization of Peoples Card. I. Dias, in that he is responsible for the publication of the so-called Hindu Bible. For its commentaries are written in a different spirit from the Spirit of Christ. It is an offence against the faithful and a great planned blow to the heart of the Church.

3. Quotation: “In the span of the last months, these people proclaimed themselves bishops despite the fact that they had not been appointed candidates for this service.”
Response: We would feel shame if we were chosen by L. Husar, because he chooses only such candidates who are in full unity with his heresies.

We were consecrated by true Catholic bishops with regular episcopal succession, who are successors of the martyrish UGCC, unlike the official hierarchy which has betrayed not only this Church but through overt heresies even Christ Himself. We subsequently announced our consecration to the Pope, who confirmed it by his tacit but clear consent.

4. Quotation: “They are trying to create a parallel structure, whereto by means of cunning and deceit they lure people who do not have the faintest idea about it.”
Response: As for the parallel structure, we are not trying to create any, for there already is one. The whole Husar’s Synod is in unity with his heresies and thus in apostasy and under the punishment of anathema. We therefore established a new orthodox Catholic Synod of the UGCC. If the orthodox Synod did not exist, the whole UGCC would have already been drawn under God’s anathema in these circumstances. All the East was similarly drawn into apostasy through the Arian bishops.

Our programme of reform is widely known. We do not lure anyone by cunning or deceit; all know what our programme is.

Our Synod has 9 active members, whereof three are over 60 and the rest around 40 years of age. One of the members of the orthodox Catholic Synod was also 92-year-old true-Catholic bishop emeritus Sophron Dmyterko OSBM (died 5th November 2008), who had been a secret bishop from 1968 to 1990. Only in 1990 did Rome additionally recognize him. We are now in a similar situation to this confessor-bishop.
5. Quotation: “For this activity of theirs a competent ecclesiastical tribunal, which proceeded in accordance with the Codex of the Oriental Churches, pronounced – in the highest instance – a major excommunication, which was published immediately afterwards.”
Response: The ecclesiastical tribunal did preserve, to a certain extent, an appearance of objectiveness; however, this tribunal omitted a relevant thing. The matter concerned a dispute between us and Card. L. Husar stemming from the fact that we had accused him of public proclamation of heresies in the book “Discussions with His Beatitude L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity”. The eparchial tribunal of first instance was not competent to judge us as we are monks of a religious order of pontifical right. The next reason why it was incompetent was that the accused and his people were the judges of their accusers and condemned them. And above all, the trial was invalid because Card. L. Husar and his Synod are outside the Church and L. Husar, as a result of his overt heresies, is neither a Catholic nor a Christian any more. It is a parody that a heretic judges orthodox bishops and “excommunicates” them from the Church. These excommunications carry no weight. They are just a mockery of the canon law and an exhibition of how skillfully the treacherous hierarchy manipulates the public.

6. At the conclusion of his letter, Card. L. Husar asks the addressees for their prayers for the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church.
We would just concretize the intention: for the spirit of repentance for the apostatic hierarchy.

Dear Presidents of Bishops’ Conferences, we hereby want to ask You to give Your answer to the following questions:
a) Do You agree with the heresies which Card. L. Husar proclaims in his book “Discussions with His Beatitude L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity”?
1) casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2) casting doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God 

3) casting doubt upon the eternity of hell

4) divination by pendulum

5) propagation of occultism and syncretism

6) approval of homosexuality and relativism

7) denial of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope

8) propagation of reincarnation

b) Did we do right when we received episcopal consecration without the knowledge and consent of Card. L. Husar?

c) Did we do right when we made it public that for his heresies God’s punishment of anathema automatically falls on him as well as on the bishops who are in unity with these heresies of his?

Please, point out to the Holy Father the necessity to restore the punishment latae sententiae for membership of Catholic believers in Masonic lodges, as it was in force until 1983.

French Freemason J. Mitterand, grand master of Grand Orient, puts Catholic hierarchs to shame when he states: “A man (hierarch) who questions (Catholic) dogma is already a Freemason without an apron.”
Admittedly, Card. Husar overtly said for a certain journal: “I am not a Mason. This concerned my close relative – Lubomyr Husar.” But a common believer asks: Which one of these two Husars was of more service to Masons? The one who was their official member or the one who is – as he says – without an apron?

We want to ask You, too, to call upon the members of the apostatic Synod in Ukraine to repent and to renounce unity with Card. L. Husar and all his heresies.

In conclusion, we quote the warning from the above-mentioned letter of Card. L. Husar: “All these things we have written to you that you should beware of the devil who like a cruel beast seeks someone to devour.”

We respond to it: We have been writing letters already for a longer time, wherein we defend the foundations of faith and morals. Noone can convict us of the least heresy. Behind our letters is the same Spirit as behind the Apostle Paul because we preach the same Christ and the same Gospel as he and the other apostles did. Card. Husar committed public blasphemy and a sin against the Holy Spirit! He indirectly called Jesus Christ, whom we preach, the devil and the Holy Spirit a cruel beast! He thereby unintentionally unmasked the devil hidden behind his heresies, who like a cruel beast devours his victims through the abuse of the authority. 
We pray for You and ask for Your prayers too.
