The Mother of God is calling for repentance

All apparitions of the Mother of God, whether it is La Salette (1846) or Lourdes (1858), Fatima (1917) and other, have one common denominator – a calling for repentance. Particularly the message from Fatima is connected with the Ukrainian and Russian nation. 

Jesus died for us, in Him is the fullness of Divinity, in Him is our life and our salvation. He gave us His word which is in the Gospel, which is the fulfilment of all prophecies. All that is essential has already been told. Nothing new is needed. There now remains only one thing – to live, actualize Christ’s words! The apparitions are not for attraction but they are an impulse, an alarm for a single thing – for repentance. That is – to return to Christ and His Gospel. Jesus said: “Unless you repent you will all perish.” (Lk 13:3). All must repent – cardinals, bishops, religious, priests, believers. Provided that one leaves the way of repentance, even if one began well, without the spirit of repentance one will not be saved. In many places the Holy Virgin as the Queen of prophets exhorts all mankind to repentance. In some places one can see human tears, and even tears of blood running from her icon or statue. Expert analyses confirm their authenticity. Jesus on the cross gave us Mary to be our Mother and every one of us, following the example of John the disciple, is to receive her. We are her children, she as our Mother does really care for the salvation of each of us. 

She showed her love for the Ukrainians particularly on 26th April 1987 – the day of the first anniversary of the Chernobyl catastrophe. On that day the Holy Virgin appeared on the territory of the former Soviet Union, namely in the village of Hrushiv lying in the Lvov region. At the same time it has so far been the greatest public apparition to occur in the world. There were 40-50.000 pilgrims coming every day and most of them could see the Holy Virgin. In Hrushiv the Mother of God also told several messages in which she first of all addressed Ukraine, the first nation in the world that was consecrated to her: “Ukraine, my daughter, I am coming to you in the hardest moments of your life. You were the first to choose me as your Queen.” (note: Rus – Ukraine was consecrated to the Holy Virgin by the Prince Yaroslav the Wise, the son of St. Vladimir. This was in 1037.) 

Another message from Hrushiv reads: “Teach your children how to pray, teach your children how to live in truth; Chernobyl is a relic and a sign to the whole world. Pray the Rosary, pray it all the time; the Rosary is a weapon against Satan. He fears the Rosary. Pray the Rosary every day. I have come to you to thank the Ukrainian people, because within the last 70 years you have most suffered for Christ’s Church. I have come to comfort you and to tell you that your sufferings will soon be ended. Ukraine will become an independent state; repent and love each other. The times are coming that were foretold as the end of the ages. Look at the confusion that is ruling in the world, at sins, indifference, bloodshed. I am coming to you with tears in my eyes asking you: pray and work for the good and for God’s glory. Ukraine was the first country to recognize me as her Queen and I received her under my patronage. Work for God, for without Him there is no happiness and noone can win God’s kingdom. Ukrainians must become apostles for Russian nations, for unless Russia is converted to Christianity there will be a third world war.”

It is necessary that every Ukrainian should think over the content of the message from Hrushiv, whether he is a Greek Catholic, an Orthodox or a Protestant – every Christian, every deputy, every priest, even the one who holds some political or Church position in this nation. Ukrainians must become apostles of Christ among the Russian nations. For unless Russia is converted, there will be a third world war. Here is a call for conversion, for prayer, for apostolate – for the work for God. But the first to be converted is you, otherwise God cannot use you to work for His sake on the salvation of souls and the nation!
