· Ordination of seven priests

On 22nd April 2009 seven deacons were ordained priests. The ordination ceremony was attended by members of their families and closest friends. The new-ordained priests celebrated their first Divine Liturgies on 29th April and on 1st, 2nd and 3rd May 2009. The priests had gone through a due preparation, and their spiritual formation continues. They are aware of an extraordinary situation, in which they are willing along with their families to wholly serve God and the orthodox Catholic faithful of the UGCC. 
· An orthodox Catholic burial 

Basilian fathers threatened that they would not bury those who are in connection with Pidhirtsi. Therefore on 4th May 2009 Bishop Markian and the new-ordained priest Fr. Vasyl M. were invited to read the burial service in the parish of Zolochiv. 
The apostatic Synod does not prohibit the priests from burying atheists, apostates, those who fought against the Church or self-murderers. It only prohibits them from burying those who received the Lord Jesus as their Saviour and were sincerely converted. The apostatic Synod thus proves that there is an antichristian spirit behind it. All manipulations, threats, intimidation and other methods of the apostatic Synod are ineffective, and, on the contrary, only lead to a conscious fight for the spiritual revival of the UGCC. 
· Admonition to an apostate
A certain priest, after discovering that Mrs. X had visited Pidhirtsi several times, presented a strange spectacle: When he was about to give her Holy Communion, he suddenly shouted out at the top of his voice: “Kneel down and renounce Pidhirtsi!” We admonished him for publicly forcing the faithful into apostasy and exhorted him to repent. If he does not repent, it will be proof of his internal unity with the spirit of heresy and God’s curse – anathema – on him will be published!
There is a noticeable connection between the fact that this priest so demagogically terrorizes the faithful by forcing them to renounce Pidhirtsi and the fact that it was right him who was the head organizer of night orgies on Midsummer Night. In many churches the priests warn the Christian youth against participation in these pagan practices (which are propagated by RUN-faith(), particularly after the painful experience of what these night revelries end with. A few years ago 4 boys died tragically in the village of Verblyany, Yavoriv district, after they had thrown a high explosive into the fire without realizing the consequences. Their bodies were torn into pieces and parts of their inner organs were hanging on the surrounding trees. This is the picture of the spirit of death which is behind paganism; it is the same spirit which is forcing the faithful to renounce Pidhirtsi. In Pidhirtsi people receive the Lord Jesus Christ as their Saviour, open up to the Holy Spirit, who is the Spirit of life, and renounce all forms of occultism and all pagan influences. Therefore, to renounce Pidhirtsi in reality means to renounce the Saviour, to return to paganism in one’s heart and thus to fall under the sway of the spirit of death. 
Midsummer Night is also called the night of witches, so it is connected with paganism. How are Christians to spend this night? We propose a night vigil in prayers in the church. According to the example set by the Holy Scripture (cf. Acts 19:19) the believers shall light fires and throw therein occult literature (dream books, Harry Potter, books on yoga, zen, CDs with occult music) and occult objects, and renew the baptismal vows (i.e. renounce the devil and all his works and receive Jesus as their Saviour and Lord). It would be necessary to give the believers a brief spiritual lecture before.

· Touching-the-faithful-for-money campaign continues
