· Manipulation through Vatican Radio advertisement
It concerns the publicity prospectus of Vatican Radio for the year 2009. 
The front page carries a photograph from the World Youth Day in Australia, which, however, is arranged in such way that it creates an impression of an antimission. The Holy Father is captured here in a situation when the wind has dishevelled both his hair and vestment; beside him stands a man who represents the pagan world, or rather the very world of magic: his face painted, his hand stretched forward in a commanding gesture as if to say that through him, a servant of the devil, the devil rules over the successor of Christ!

We live in times when a new – antichristian spirit, a spirit of neopaganism and impurity, is being incarnated through advertisements, billboards... This trend has penetrated even the contemporary Christian iconography. It is a shame that the Vatican employees do not have the sense to discern what spirit works through this photograph. Wasn’t the motto which the Holy Father had chosen for the World Youth Day in Australia God’s word from the Acts of the Apostles 1:8: “When the Holy Spirit has come upon you, you shall be My witnesses (martyres)!”? The Vatican Radio photograph shows quite the opposite! Is it a mere loss of the feeling for spiritual realities or purposeful manipulation? 
We ask the essential question: Whom do the Vatican radio employees serve? Christ or antichrist?
