· In January 2009 a certain Greek-Catholic priest appeared in a TV broadcast from Kiev where he said that it is not written anywhere in the Scripture that homosexuality is a deadly sin. This is a lie. The clear statement is in Rom 1:21-28 and a dreadful warning is Sodom and Gomorrah destroyed by fire and brimstone (see Gen 19:1-29 and Jude 7). These moral heresies are founded on the authority of Card. L. Husar who, at variance with the Scripture and Tradition, overtly approves of homosexuality. 
If the priest concerned continues to propagate this different gospel, we are obliged to make it public that he falls under the same spiritual punishment as Card. L. Husar.
· The priest of the parish of Pniv (Kolomiya eparchy) was suspended because he had refused to give money to the apostate bishop. He invited us, members of the orthodox Synod, to admit both him and his parish under our jurisdiction. On 8th February 2009 Bishop Teodozij and Bishop Markian OSBM celebrated an episcopal divine liturgy in this parish. Regrettably, the priest later believed the promises of the apostate bishop who released him from suspension and promised him the moon only to make him return under his jurisdiction. Under this cunning pressure the priest abandoned the right way. If he had endured, he would have become an example of courage and of how to disentangle oneself from fear and from the curse impending over the whole eparchy. If he had persevered in faith, within short time the majority of the eparchy and the majority of the UGCC would have liberated themselves from the system which kills the conscience of priests and forces them into sin and even into apostasy, so that they have fear even to overtly confess the faith e.g. in a petition addressed to the Pope. 
· Card. L. Husar and the apostate bishops united with him intend to consecrate a new bishop. The question arises: Can the consecration by heretics, apostates, be valid? St. Basil the Great gives the answer: “I do not regard as a bishop or a clergyman the one who received the title from such shameful hands with the intention of destroying the faith.”
St. Basil further says about heretical bishops: “Do not let yourselves be misled by their lie when they declare their loyalty to the faith, for such men traffic in Christ and are no Christians.”
· The apostate archbishop I. Voznyak consecrated a chapel in the village X near Ternopol. Instead of preaching God’s Word he waged a smear and mendacious campaign against the orthodox bishops and bound the faithful present by a prohibition against travelling to Pidhirtsi. A certain woman, who knew the truth, cried aloud: “All you say is a lie!” The whole celebration was recorded on video. Unfortunately this heroic testimony of a simple woman was purposefully erased from the videotape. 
· Mr. Hel has recently written an extensive article in which he tells overt lies. He says that during the Communist regime in the Czech Republic (CR) Bishop Eliáš OSBM was a collaborationist of State Security Committee (StB). On grounds of this mendacious campaign Bishop Eliáš OSBM wrote an application for so-called lustration (disclosure of personal files), i.e. publication of whether he had or had not been a collaborationist of StB. On 9th February 2009 the Ministry of the Interior in Prague (CR) issued a document which confirms that Bishop Eliáš OSBM never and in no way collaborated with StB. This document was not bought for dollars nor obtained by pulling strings. If secular or religious journals, which publish a like libel against the Bishop, wish to print this document on their pages, its copy shall be available.
On the other hand, however, let also Mr. Hel and all bishops of the apostatic Synod (even if during Communism they were outside Ukraine) apply for lustration, so that it may be published whether they collaborated with the KGB.
