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Astonishing faith!

Some priests suggestively claim to the believers of the UGCC that the book “Discussions with His Beatitude L. · Radio “Dzvony” (Ivano-Frankivsk)

On the days 1st and 2nd September 2008 the religious radio station Dzvony announced every moment that we had been excommunicated from the Church and that we no longer were members of a religious order. Further it was mendaciously reported that we had beaten up Bishop T. Senkiv in Stryi and even the police and that it was suspicious that they had released us so early.
