Penal procedure in the matter of offences against the faith and morals
The so-called papal motu proprio Sacramentum sanctitatis tutela (2001) as well as its current amendment are a travesty of justice before the whole Church and world. Therefore, our Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC proposes the following just treatment concerning penalization of ecclesiastical persons. 
1) A priest or religious who committed a crime on defenceless children and confessed it to his bishop immediately afterwards shall be subjected to the following penance:

a) He must be immediately suspended from office (the religious must moreover be dismissed from the religious institute), i.e. deprived of the right to exercise the office of a priest for a period of several years.
b) He himself must report the case to temporal courts and submit to a just penalty as a penance. After serving his sentence imposed by temporal justice and after several years of sincere penance – i.e. radical abstinence – he can be received back into the pastoral ministry. Nevertheless, he must be kept under strict supervision. In case he repeats the offence, he must be brought to temporal courts again and he shall be deprived of the priestly office until death. 
2) A priest or religious who committed this offence and did not confess it but was convicted by the victim shall be brought to temporal courts and deprived of the office of a priest until death. This is adequate penance. Redemption of such person by the Church, as it is hypocritically practised in USA, is out of the question. This would bring shame upon the whole Church, for the Church would thus participate in his sin. 
3) A Bishop, Apostolic Nuncio or another prelate who committed the offence of child abuse must be brought to temporal courts. Next, he must be immediately suspended from office and even excommunicated until death. 
4) A Bishop or member of a Congregation who concealed these offences shall be brought to temporal courts and likewise suspended from office and excommunicated until death. 

5) The Pope must punish all the culprits retroactively in accordance with this norm. Unless he does so, the full responsibility for all these offences justly falls upon him. 

6) As regards the guilt of the present Pope Benedict XVI for concealment of these scandals, it is necessary to realize the true roots of paedophilia and homosexuality. These are the sins against the faith which are connected with historical-critical theology, misinterpretation of the Nostra aetate declaration and the spirit of Assisi. The Pope is obliged:

a) to cancel the beatification of John Paul II, who is responsible for the offences against the faith and morals (during his pontificate heresies, paedophilia and homosexuality reached enormous proportions);
b) to denounce ex cathedra the offences against the faith – historical-critical theology and the spirit of Assisi;
c) To issue binding directives for every bishop for the sake of purification of the Church:

i. Concerning sins against the foundations of the faith, the bishop shall dismiss all professors who propagate heresies of HCT and the spirit of Assisi in whatever way. Unless they confess the true faith and renounce heresies, they shall be suspended and excommunicated.

ii. Concerning sins of paedophilia and homosexuality, the bishop shall punish all priests who committed paedophilia or homosexuality even with retrospective effect. The penalty must be a just one, in accordance with the above-mentioned norms.

iii. Penalties for bishops:

· Bishops of the EU who denied the faith and are in unity with heresies are obliged, as a penance, to comply with the Pope’s directives about penalization of heretical professors and paedophilic and homosexual priests, then to resign from office and repent for the rest of their lives. In their place there shall be such bishops appointed who have a clear conscience, true Catholic faith and who will be able to carry out a true reform of the Church.
· Bishops who concealed the crimes of paedophilia and homosexuality are, moreover, obliged to report it to state court and to submit to an adequate penalty. Unless these bishops resign voluntarily, temporal power will see to their scandalous resignation.

d) When the Pope has done this all, he shall see to it that instead of the excommunicated cardinals and bishops a team of twelve true-Catholic men, approved in defence of the faith and morals, is appointed to whom he shall transfer power so that they may carry out the reform of the Church. When the Pope has done this all, he shall resign honestly from his office. The college of the Twelve will then choose a new Pope from among them. There is no point in the Pope’s resigning before he makes these steps of repentance which are necessary for the true revival of the Church. If the Pope will boycott these steps of true repentance, it is very likely that temporal courts will then force him to resign his office with shame. 

Your Holiness, this proposal of our Bishops’ Synod of the UOGCC is honest and just and it pursues a true, though painful, purification of the Church. Be brave and set an example of true repentance to the whole Church.
