A planned crisis of the UGCC
In 988 the Kievan Rus – Ukraine was baptized through Prince Vladimir. However, at that time there was only one Christian Church. The dissension between Constantinople and Rome took place in 1054 and in Ukraine this separation from Rome and attachment to Constantinople followed about 100 years after the dissension (in the 12th century). 
Today the question of the unity of Christians on the territory of Ukraine is very topical because of the fact that there are three Orthodox Churches here and one Greek-Catholic Church united with Rome. Yet the vitally important question is in what spirit this unity is to be? If it will be in the spirit of truth and repentance, the resurrection will come! If it will be in the spirit of the world, it will be a step towards destruction of Christianity in Ukraine. 
Christianity without the spirit of truth and repentance turns into stale salt and false light.

Christianity without the radicalism of the Gospel is no more the leaven and it will not leaven anything.
Christianity without the Holy Spirit does not form but rather deforms life. 

Jointing paralyzed or dead members together will not produce life but it will hasten death. 

Western Roman Catholicism in the present time is going through a great internal crisis. The West expects of the East (Russia, Ukraine) a healing wave bringing the renewal of living Christianity.
The influences that come to Ukraine and Russia from the West are negative. To the forefront of the UGCC such leadership was installed that brings in the spirit of apostasy from the West and exteriorly disguises itself with so-called Eastern spirituality. The centre of apostatic formation is the so-called Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU) in Lvov which transplants heresies and the spirit of apostasy from the West. This university is linked with the Theological Faculty in Olomouc (Czech Republic) where Western heretical theology gowns itself in so-called Eastern spirituality. This is very dangerous not only for Ukraine but for Russia as well. Besides, Ukraine is negatively influenced by the theology of the Polish Lublin as well as of other centres including Rome. A tree is known by its fruit. The fruit of this Western influence on the UGCC is destructive. This planned crisis is promoted by the apostate L. Husar as Head of the UGCC and by the bishops united with him! Jesus’ urgent demand holds fully true here: “Repent, and believe in the Gospel” (Mk 1:15) and next: “Unless you repent, you will all perish.” (Lk 13:3)
Without repentance and conversion of individuals there can be neither a spiritual awakening in Ukraine nor true unity of Christians! If the spiritual awakening is to come, it is necessary to lead all the believers to personal conversion through realization of the substance of baptism. 

The substance of baptism is communion with the mystery of Christ’s death and His resurrection (cf. Rom 6:3-5).

“Whoever is in Christ is a new creation.” (2Cor 5:17) Today this is the only true way out from the crisis.
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
