Promulgation
At a press conference which took place on 17th September 2008 on St. George’s Hill in Lvov the apostate bishop Mykhail Koltun promulgated a so-called major excommunication on us, four bishops of the orthodox Catholic Synod of the UGCC (+ Markian, + Metoděj, + Eliáš, + Samuel).

This excommunication is invalid for the following reasons:

1) The Tribunal of the Sokal-Zhovkva eparchy was not competent to judge monks of a religious order of pontifical right (see can. 417 CCEO).

2) The Tribunal of appeal of the Supreme Archbishop ignored the defence submitted. They fabricated a trial at the instance of Card. L. Husar (see can. 1303 §1, pt. 7).

3) Just settlement of the whole matter, according to the norms of CCEO, falls exclusively within the competence of the Holy Father to whom we, the above-mentioned bishops, appealed! (see can. 1060 CCEO)
4) Card. L. Husar and Bishop M. Koltun became apostates (see Gal 1:8-9)!

An apostate, i.e. the one who fell away from Christ and from the Church, cannot excommunicate an orthodox member of the Catholic Church, let alone a bishop!

The fabricated trial with the aim of our excommunication is an argument before the whole Church that the Canon laws (CCEO) in the hands of the present-day apostates and Church criminals are mere scraps of paper serving to kill Christ and those who belong to Him.
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
