Protoarchimandrite B. Koubetch OSBM is outside the Catholic Church
(The below-mentioned citations are taken from the declaration of B. Koubetch of 26th March 2008)

Quotation: “... Due to their serious transgressions against monastic and canon laws, above all constant disobedience to the superiors, at the beginning of 2005 the fathers were dismissed from the Order of St. Basil the Great by proper decrees confirmed by the Congregation for the Oriental Churches.” 

Response: What is the true reality? Till the time when the OSBM Protoarchimandrite Basil Koubetch began the monstrous process none of us had ever been punished by anyone. The fact that we preach true Catholic teaching and sound moral principles founded on the Gospel as well as on the Apostolic Tradition and on the Tradition of the Fathers is generally known not only in the UGCC but through our letters spread by internet also in the whole Christian world. 
However, disobedience to God, the Church and the Order was committed by the person that issued a public declaration against us.

Koubetch, who was elected OSBM Protoarchimandrite in July 2004, a few days later dissolved our OSBM delegature in the Czech Republic. Neither visitation nor any contact with us preceded it. Without any reason given 27 vocations, including postulants, were liquidated. In September 2004 the monstrous process started against us who had perpetual vows. It began with so-called canonical visitation and its false conclusions, a part of which was also our deprival of perpetual vows. The Congregation for the Oriental Churches immediately confirmed this crime without any verification! We appealed against it and therefore till this day we are OSBM religious. The most glaring crime was that Koubetch in the authority and in the name of God forced Fr. Cyril OSBM to commit perjury. Mainly because of that, but not only because of that, Koubetch should be deprived of his office and dismissed from the OSBM Order!
Quotation: “Since they have constantly excluded the element of subordination to the Church’s leadership ... thereby according to can. 8 CCEO they have deprived themselves of full communion with the Catholic Church here on earth.”

Response: OSBM Superior Koubetch presents an untruthful interpretation of the sense of this canon and states that we are automatically excommunicated. Naturally, on his part it is a lie which he and people like him commit in order to distort the sense of the canon law. If there is someone who should be excommunicated in accordance with this canon 8, then it is certainly not us but the OSBM Superior for his offences against God, the Church and the OSBM Order. Koubetch does not have the Spirit of Christ, and the standpoints he takes witness to the fact that he is neither a religious, nor a Catholic, nor even a Christian. He thus excluded himself from the Mystical Body of Christ and is just an internally dead member of the Order and of the Church.
Quotation: “... then they remained OSBM religious only on the strength of law itself...” 

Response: Koubetch thus hints at the fact that we do not stay in the monastery all the time and that we do not respect in obedience his desire to illegally dismiss us from the Order. We respond to this: Being forced to appeal against his illegal decrees to the Supreme Tribunal we found ourselves in a similar situation to a sheep obeying a wolf. To obey the wolf means the sheep’s end! Even our defence of Christ and of the purity of faith contained in our letters is considered by him to be disobedience. However, similarly to St. Basil, we appeal to the Holy Father. St. Basil defended the substance of the faith against the Arian heresy, which nowadays is almost identical with the heresy of historic-critical theology which we fight against. 
Quotation: “The Basilian Order does not recognize the above-mentioned fathers as well as the priest Robert Oberhauser as UGCC bishops.”
Response: What to add? The Superior of the Order in unity with the hasty resolution of Card. Husar likewise hastily pronounces, even before the Holy Father would issue his statement, that he does not recognize us as bishops. However, this does not alter the substance. Being duly consecrated we became and now are bishops, whether he likes it or not. His statement does not change anything about this fact. 
His standpoint, however, is a manifestation of a rebellion against the Holy Father because the Holy Father is the only person competent to solve this matter, and by no means B. Koubetch or Card. L. Husar.

Quotation: “... they must be punished with a major excommunication... therefore we prohibit them from signing ‘OSBM’.”

Response: Koubetch’s hypocrisy consists in the fact that he purposefully commits the same offence which has already been committed by Card. L. Husar. For when quoting can. 1459 §1 CCEO he conceals the necessary explanation that in the Eastern Church this is only a proposal for a punishment which can be imposed only by the Holy Father. Koubetch creates an impression that we are punished by the Pope and makes up a false conclusion: “... therefore we prohibit them from signing ‘OSBM’.”

We include here a canon (can. 1436 §1) which fully applies to B. Koubetch. On the basis of the Code of Canons of Oriental Churches B. Koubetch is to be punished with a major excommunication, or exclusion from the Catholic Church, and thereby deprived of the office of General Superior of the OSBM. The reason: The OSBM journal “The Missionary” publishes heretical articles denying the fundamental truths of the Catholic faith and systematically propagates the heretical teaching of the HCT which in its essence denies the Divinity of Jesus Christ as well as the inspiration of the whole Scripture. These heretical articles, published in the same issue of The Missionary in which B. Koubetch as if “excommunicates” us, deny Moses’ authorship of his books, the historicity of Adam and Eve, original sin, the historicity of the flood of waters, the existence of Noah’s ark etc. Can. 1436 CCEO adds to this: “One who denies a truth which must be believed with divine and catholic faith, or who calls it into doubt, or who totally repudiates the Christian faith ... is to be punished as a heretic or an apostate with a major excommunication...”
The Protoarchimandrite B. Koubetch takes the chief responsibility for this journal; therefore this punishment applies to him.

Quotation: “... performance of whatever priestly service is forbidden.” 

Response: B. Koubetch likes citing this unlawful conclusion of Card. L. Husar, which, however, points to his rebellion against the Pope because he appropriates the right to judge bishops, wherefore he is not entitled. There is a canonical punishment inflicted for this, which according to CCEO applies as to Card. L. Husar so to B. Koubetch: “One who refuses subjection to the supreme authority of the Church (i.e. to the Holy Father – Supreme Shepherd) is to be punished as a schismatic with a major excommunication.” (can. 1437 CCEO)
In the Generalate in Rome B. Koubetch also lets our religious be addressed in the liturgy as schismatics, i.e. Orthodox, and therefore a punishment falls upon him relating to schismatics according to the same canon – 1437 CCEO.

Conclusion

According to can. 1436 §1 CCEO the Protoarchimandrite of OSBM B. Koubetch should be punished with a major excommunication as a heretic and according to can. 1437 CCEO as a schismatic.
