Public statement of Head of the UGCC on homosexuality

A review of the book “Discussions with His Beatitude Card. L. Husar – On Postconfessional Christianity” 
(pg. 67-68)
To Bishops of the Ukrainian
Greek-Catholic Church (UGCC)
Introduction

Card. Husar publicly expressed himself that homosexuals can perform whatever sexual activity, and their sinful relationship he calls love. This public statement of a Cardinal and at the same time Head of the UGCC is at sharp variance with the teaching of the Holy Scripture, with the Tradition of the Fathers and with the teaching of the whole Church. 
A) Homosexuality and homosexual marriages

1) Card. Husar: “In my opinion, homosexuality is not a new phenomenon – it was known as early as the times of the Old Testament and throughout the history. The problem is that in recent time this issue has become highly sensational, unusually sensational, extremely sensational in my view. Naturally, noone is guilty that he was born so...” (pg. 67)
Commentary: The Cardinal begins with the words “in my opinion...” However, by his response as Head of the UGCC he sets the tone for others and he is conscious of it. Everyone takes his words for the standpoint of the Church. He, however, says just his opinion on each topic and not the standpoint of God’s Word or the teaching of the Church Fathers or of the Church at all. The alarming fact is that his opinion is, on top of it, completely antagonistic to the Word of God as well as to the whole Tradition. The Cardinal considers his antichristian opinions to be the only norm. This, however, is what noone expects and so all accept these “new” views as the views of the present-day Church. The sound biblical and Catholic attitudes are thus being uprooted from the hearts of the believers and instead, the spirit of New Age is covertly being sown in them. 
In this response concerning homosexuality Card. Husar completely avoids the substance of the problem again. He does so with every issue. Here he creates a jovial impression that homosexuality is something normal, something that belongs to mankind since olden times. Even murders and robberies have always been in the history of mankind but it does not mean that if it is not a new phenomenon it is normal. It is a sin! Yes, the Old Testament does mention homosexuality, but it clearly calls it a sin for which there comes God’s punishment, as we can see it on Sodom and Gomorrah. By punishing them God gave a warning to the future generations. “Just as Sodom and Gomorrah and the surrounding cities, which likewise indulged in sexual immorality and pursued unnatural desire, serve as an example by undergoing a punishment of eternal fire, in like manner these people also, relying on their dreams, defile the flesh.” (Jude 1:7-8)
According to Card. Husar the problem lies just in the fact that recently this issue has become extremely sensational. Why is this the only thing that the Cardinal finds interfering? Because the Church is thus expected to clearly pronounce on it, which he is reluctant to do. Why should one make one’s comfortable life unpleasant? To thirst after the salvation of immortal souls, after God’s law not being trampled under foot – this all implies complications. The most advantageous is to accommodate oneself to the world trend and this to preach instead of the Gospel. But St. John the Baptist said to Herod: “It is not lawful for you to have your brother’s wife.” (Mk 6:18) St. John paid for it with his life but he did not draw back from the radical position of God’s law by a single milimetre. “It is not lawful for you...” A sin must be called a sin, an abomination an abomination and the truth the truth. Unless the head does so, how then can it rule the members? 
2) Card. Husar: “Naturally, noone is guilty that he was born so... I feel very sorry for these people because to them married love is inaccessible. Married love wants to be procreative. Man and woman love each other and their love is poured out in the birth of their child. Homosexuals cannot achieve it.” (pg. 67)
Commentary: The bondage of homosexuality is not always inherited. More frequently it is acquired. Naturally, one is not guilty of being born with this bondage; however, one is guilty if one sins in this sphere. But the Church is guilty even more unless it clearly defines this sin and the spiritual bondage developed from it and unless it mediates liberation which is in the Lord Jesus Christ. The Lord Jesus Himself cast out unclean spirits and He commands all the Apostles’ successors to do the same. If they do not do so, they commit sin because they are disobedient to His word. The Church is obliged to fight for the salvation of souls, that means not only to liberate souls in power from demonic bondages but also to create such conditions that these souls return into these bondages no more. Therefore there is a need of living Christian communities with the spirit of repentance and truth. Without this background one is unable to stand in the contemporary world. The responsibility for all this falls upon the Church. 
By his statement “naturally, noone is guilty that he was born so” the Cardinal reveals that he does not believe homosexuality to be a sin and demonic bondage at all. It looks as if the Cardinal had no experience of conversion, repentance or deliverance which is in Jesus. His attitude gives no hope of solution but confirms man in the opinion that he has to respect all his bad inclinations and submit to them. What Card. Husar preaches has nothing in common with the evangelical call to conversion and repentance. 
3) Card. Husar: “Of course, they can perform sexual activity of whatever kind but their love will always remain unfruitful. So I feel very sorry for them. What can I do for them? Perhaps just alleviate their suffering – I cannot lay on them a heavier burden than the one that is absolutely necessary.” (pg. 67)
Commentary: This is beyond all comprehension! As if Card. Husar did not realize at all that this is a deadly sin! For this statement the Cardinal should be suspended – deprived of all ecclesiastical dignities! He thus publicly pronounced a heresy! Even a married couple is not at liberty to perform sexual activity as they like (and the less so an engaged couple). The Holy Scripture calls homosexuality an abomination; however, the Cardinal calls it love. 

St. Andrew of Crete, the teacher of repentance, confesses in prayer: “By living after the flesh I consciously become a murderer of my soul.” The Cardinal, however, feels sorry for only one thing – that the fruit of the deadly sin of homosexuality is not a child. If it was, everything would probably be in order. This is a shocking standpoint – calmly calling a deadly sin love and expressing oneself that homosexuals can perform sexual activity of whatever kind. This is absolute disregard of God’s commandments! A Cardinal of the Catholic Church and Head of the UGCC does not respect the Decalogue even in its broadest outline.
4) Card. Husar: “They can live together if they insist on it. Yes, I may acquiesce in it to some extent, but they must not demand that this should be regarded as marriage for this is no marriage. One of the aspects of marriage is not only the fact that they live together but also that they bring children into the world, which the homosexual couples can not.” (pg. 67)
Hereby the Cardinal openly legalizes a grave sin and breaks God’s commandment! He thus leaves these souls in darkness and death and then as if with compassion he asks: “What can I do for them?” What? We answer: Preach to them the living Jesus and thus bring them to liberation, to inner healing of deep wounds and to salvation. This is what they need. This is what the Church is to offer to them. The Cardinal, however, arrives at a different conclusion: “I cannot lay on them a heavier burden than the one that is absolutely necessary.” From the context it further follows what it means – they can live together, or, in other words, they can live in sin, yet they must not want it to be called marriage. This is the maximum of what Cardinal Husar can “do” for people bound by homosexuality – leave them in spiritual death. St. Peter, when meeting a handicapped man, said: “Silver and gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you: in the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk.” (Acts 3:6) Everyone gives what one has – spiritual life or spiritual death.

What does Card. Husar mean by the phrase “not to lay a heavier burden”? Is this heavier burden perhaps God’s commandments which call homosexuality a sin and which the Lord gave us that we may be saved and come to heaven? The Lord gave us the commandments out of His true merciful love, that He might save us from eternal suffering in hell. Cardinal Husar, however, wants to “alleviate” the temporal suffering of the homosexuals and as a new law-giver (more merciful than God) allows them to remain in their sin, and through this so-called alleviation he causes them eternal suffering. 

When he says: “I feel very sorry for these people because”, one would expect a cardinal of the Catholic Church to continue: “...because they are bound by an unclean spirit that torments them; therefore I want to show them the One who has the rule over unclean spirits, who has always cast them out and who has the power to liberate them from this bondage – Jesus Christ. For if they remain in this sin, they will have no share in the kingdom of God but will face eternal damnation.” 

Instead, from the Cardinal’s statement it follows that in fact everything is in order; he only feels very sorry that for homosexuals married love is inaccessible, that they cannot bear children. That their souls are bound by a demon and in danger of eternal condemnation does not make him feel sorry. He does not point to Jesus, their Deliverer, he does not pray to the Lord for their liberation, he does not bind these unclean demons. Instead, he approves their living together if they insist on it. Then as a new law-giver he allows them to perform sexual activity of whatever kind. According to him it is just a pity that their “love” remains infertile. It appears to be mercy but it is the biggest cruelty – offering pity instead of the knowing of Jesus, the true deliverance and salvation for the sake of eternal life. It is as if a doctor offered his patients bitten by a poisonous snake just “merciful” pity instead of antitoxin and salvation, saying: “I feel very sorry for you. What could I do for you?” As a doctor he ought to know perfectly well what to do for them.

5) Card. Husar: “And further, I have great doubts when considering what the homosexual environment may teach adopted children. It is likely that these children will develop wrong sexual orientation.”
Commentary: Here the Cardinal answers quite correctly when he admits that adopted children in homosexual environment will probably develop the same homosexual orientation. However, practically he considers this no evil or sin against the innocent children. He thus confirms that man can not only be born with homosexuality but can also develop it!
6) Card. Husar: “I repeat, this problem has grown so much sensational as if half of the society was homosexual. In reality, homosexuals comprise only a tiny minority of the society. We have to admit that they suffer, that they have certain rights – and to conclude on it.” (pg. 68)

Commentary: At the conclusion Cardinal Husar evaluates the whole problem as something immaterial, natural, something that in fact does not even touch anyone. Such pronouncement, however, conceals a certain attitude – and that, to relieve himself completely of the responsibility which he, as Head of the UGCC, has. 

Supposing he will continue presenting his unbiblical and anti-Catholic views as the standpoint of the Church, the sin of homosexuality will spread still more and more, it will devastate the nation; yet the blame for that all will fall upon the Church!

“... they have certain rights...” What does the Cardinal mean thereby, when as a new law-giver, who no longer has any respect for the Decalogue or for natural laws either, he has already allowed them to live together and to perform sexual activity of whatever kind? What rights? To contract public marriages, to live together in sin and cause public offence, to propagate homosexuality among the defenceless children in schools, to adopt the innocent children and turn them into homosexuals... The Cardinal feels pity for them that they cannot bear children and then admits that they have certain rights – and this, he says, is all we can say to this topic!

In the whole of his answer Card. L. Husar mentions neither the attitude of the Scripture nor the attitude of the Church Tradition, nor does he say one clear word for orientation; on the contrary he gives his approval both to homosexuality and to a common life of homosexuals. He does not mention by a single word that it is a sin and great offence. And this is the crime of Head of the UGCC. (A common journalist would probably ask him in the end: “And what about You, Your Eminence? Are You not a homosexual too?”)

B) The teaching of the Scripture and Tradition

Homosexuality is a sin. The Word of God says: “The wages of sin is death.” (Rom 6:23)

The Church Fathers teach clearly about sin:

St. Theodore the Studite: “Do you not know what sin caused? Was it not sin that brought death into the world? Was it not sin that destroyed the earth by floodwaters? Is it not sin that covers the entire world with cemeteries and graves from the beginning of ages to this day? Sin it was that caused eternal torment. Sin it was that kindled the unquenchable fire of hell. Sin it was that made even man, who was clothed with dignity, become like an unreasonable beast.”

St. John Chrysostom: “Fear sin as first of all things, for sin is the cause of all torment, it is the cause of hell. Out of sin comes all evil. It is, never the less, not enough just to fear sin and to flee it, it is necessary always to seek to please God.” 

St. John Chrysostom: “It is usually two means, more than others, that protect us against sin: When we remember the punishments that follow after sin and when we make ourselves aware of our personal dignity.”

St. Anthony the Great: “Providing we live as if we were to die every day, we shall not commit a sin.”
A commentary on Rom 1:21-28

If we want to get to the roots of sin and in particular of the sin of homosexuality, the Scripture gives the answer. This root is the following: “They exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshipped and served the creature rather than the Creator.” (Rom 1:25) What follows after this sin of pride, unbelief and rejection of God? The Scripture gives the answer: “They became futile in their thoughts, and their foolish minds (hearts) were darkened.” (v.21) How is this spiritual darkness made manifest? The answer of the Scripture: “Professing to be wise, they became fools.” (v.22) What is the concrete manifestation of this foolishness? “They changed the glory of the incorruptible God into an image made like corruptible man – and birds and four-footed animals and creeping things.” (v.23) So these “wise philosophers” eventually became idolaters and instead of God they worship animals as gods. This indeed is spiritual darkness and a sign of the loss of mind. What punishment follows therefor? God’s Word gives the answer: “Therefore God also gave them up to uncleanness, in the lusts of their hearts, to dishonour their bodies among themselves.” (v.24) In verse 25 again, the Holy Scripture points to the evil root: “They exchanged the truth of God for the lie, and worshipped and served the creature rather than the Creator.” (v.25) (This exchange is connected with the acceptance of Oriental philosophies and practices – meditations, opening oneself to “energies”. This includes sins of unbelief, magic, divination, idolatry...) 
Because they “exchanged the truth of God for the lie...”, “for this reason God gave them up to vile passions. Their women exchanged natural relations for unnatural, and the men likewise gave up natural relations with women and were consumed with passion for one another, men committing shameless acts with men and receiving in themselves the due penalty for their perversity.” (v.26-27) Here God’s Word clearly terms homosexuality a perversity and shamelessness! In verse 28, the word “since” emphasizes again the cause of homosexuality, but of other vices as well: “And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God (exchanged the truth of God for the lie), God gave them up to a base mind and to improper conduct.” To all workers of iniquity, but here above all to homosexuals, applies God’s Word: “They know the righteous judgement of God, that those who practise such things are deserving of death...” (v.32) 
According to Moses’ law there really was death penalty imposed for homosexuality. What is more, this perversity and shamelessness defiles the whole territory – the whole nation. Other two abominations, through which defilement (curse) comes upon the nation, are: lying with (a sexual intercourse with) an animal and sacrificing to and consecrating oneself to Moloch – demons – energies.

Lev 20:13: “If a man lies with a male as with a woman, both of them have committed an abomination; they shall surely be put to death; their blood is upon them.”
“If a man lies with an animal, he shall surely be put to death, and you shall kill the animal.” (v. 15)

Lev 20:16: “If a woman approaches any animal and lies with it, you shall kill the woman and the animal; they shall surely be put to death; their blood is upon them.”
Lev 18:22: “You shall not lie with a male as with a woman; it is an abomination.”
These three sins – abominations – call down a curse upon the whole nation. 
Lev 18:24-25: “Do not make yourselves unclean by any of these things, for by all these the nations I am driving out before you have become unclean, and the land became unclean, so that I punished its iniquity, and the land vomited out its inhabitants.”
 “... lest the land vomit you out when you make it unclean...” (v. 28) “So keep my charge never to practise any of these abominable customs that were practised before you, and never to make yourselves unclean by them: I am the LORD your God.” (v. 30)
Here God’s Word shows us in particular what punishment was imposed for the sin of sodomy – homosexuality: 
“Then the LORD rained down fire and burning sulfur from the heavens on Sodom and Gomorrah. He utterly destroyed them, along with the other cities and villages of the plain, eliminating all life – people, plants, and animals alike.” (Gen 19:24-25) And this was and is a warning even to us who have entered the third millennium. The Apostle Peter reminds: “The LORD turned the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah into heaps of ashes and swept them off the face of the earth. He made them an example of what will happen to ungodly people.” (2Pt 2:6)
Similarly, God warns us through the Apostle Jude: “The cities of Sodom and Gomorrah were filled with sexual immorality and every kind of sexual perversion. Those cities were destroyed by fire and are a warning of the eternal fire that will punish all who are evil.” (Jud 1:7)

Deut 23:18: “There shall be no sodomitess of the daughters of Israel, nor a sodomite of the sons of Israel.” 

Sodomy was prohibited by law; nevertheless, it spread in Judaea under King Rehoboam (see 1Kings 15:12; 22:46). King Josiah destroyed their houses (see 2Kings 23:7).
“And there were also sodomites in the land: and they did according to all the abominations of the nations which the LORD cast out before the children of Israel.” (1Kings 14:24)
King Asa “took away the sodomites out of the land, and removed all the idols that his fathers had made.” (1Kings 15:12)
King Jehoshaphat “took out of the land the remnant of the sodomites, which remained in the days of his father Asa.” (1Kings 22:46)
“King Josiah broke down the houses of the sodomites, that were by the house of the LORD.” (2Ki 23:7)
These are temporal punishments as a warning to repent, to seek salvation from the eternal punishments. These temporal punishments are a display of God’s love and grace towards hardened sinners so that at least some of them may be saved. However, unless they repent, they will face eternal condemnation. This is clearly pointed out by the Word of God: “Do you not know that neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor men who practise homosexuality (Gr: arsenkoitai), ... will inherit the kingdom of God?” (cf. 1Cor 6:9-10) One has to realize the fact that the Lord Jesus cast out unclean spirits. There is a question: Does homosexuality also belong among them? Is that which the Holy Scripture calls an abomination and perversity, along with its whole spiritual background – negative energies – demons, just a psychical problem? It is necessary to know that some kinds of demons are “not cast out but by prayer and fasting” (Mt 17:21). The Catechism of the Catholic Church gives a clear answer: 

CCC 2357: “Basing itself on Sacred Scripture, which presents homosexual acts as acts of grave depravity (Gen 19:1-29; Rom 1:24-27; 1Cor 6:9-10; 1Tim 1:10), tradition has always declared that homosexual acts are intrinsically disordered (Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith, Persona Humana /8/). They are contrary to the natural law... Under no circumstances can they be approved.”
CCC 2359: “Homosexual persons are called to chastity. By prayer and sacramental grace, they can and should gradually and resolutely approach Christian perfection.” 
A testimony of a young man whom the Lord Jesus delivered from homosexuality (www.milujte.se 3/2007)
I would like to bear witness to how God heals wounds and inclinations which seemingly cannot be healed. 

Now as I am writing about the past, I feel an aversion for what I was doing. But I know that when describing the things I did and what a change I have gone through I can truly testify to God’s mercy. 

Yes, if the things we do are detestable in God’s sight, He does not condemn us but speaks to us through His Word to “shake” us and to turn us to Him, for committing such deeds we dishonour ourselves: “And the men likewise gave up natural relations with women and were consumed with passion for one another, men committing shameless acts with men and receiving in themselves the due penalty for their perversity.” (Rom 1:27)

“Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived. Neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals... will inherit the kingdom of God.” (1Cor 6:9-10)

Thanks to reading of the Holy Scripture I could see that Jesus heals all wounds – even homosexuality. If we read the First Epistle to the Corinthians, we can see it immediately: “And such were some of you. But you were washed, but you were sacrificed, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the Spirit of our God.” (1Cor 6:11) In these words I found hope. The commandments and the God-revealed Word serve to lead us to heaven. So if I write that homosexuality is a sin – a wound, and by no means love, I have persuaded myself that it is just that! To admit it is not easy, yet it is the first step to being healed! I beseech you who have like inclinations: Do not make yourself believe that homosexuality is natural. This is a lie. I, who was also a homosexual at one time, know it very well. I am not writing this to frighten you but to bear witness that God has delivered me from this sin. I also ask you that the first thing you do be that you will go to confession. Even if you should go to confession every third day, do so! God desires your happiness and I know quite well that homosexuality is a hindrance to it. 

It doesn’t count how many times you fall down, the important thing is if you want to get changed, if you want to be healed, if you can stand before God in truth. Unless you are able to admit this sin, pray that you may know the truth. Unless you feel contrition in your heart, pray that God may endow you with contrition. Bear in mind that God created us that we should be holy. Jesus wants us to be converted and He will do all for it. What hinders Him is but our freedom, therefore I ask you, pray that God may heal your heart! Our happiness is our deliverance in God, not the freedom of this world. Fight for God’s freedom, for purification, for healing, for unbinding! I want to wish you an earnest prayer, perseverance in the battle – you are not fighting alone, for God is with you. I pray to God that He may grant perseverance to all who want to break with homosexuality, and that He may open the eyes of those whose hearts are hardened! (This much as for a personal testimony of a one-time homosexual.)

C) Who is discriminated and by whom?
Christianophobia
· On 18th January 2006 the European Parliament passed a resolution calling for equalization of homosexual unions with regular marriage. If one will not want to submit, it will be called discrimination and homophobia and followed by severe punishments. This is an attack on Christianity as well as an attack on the freedom of speech.
· A Protestant pastor in Sweden was tried, convicted and sentenced to prison for a sermon that insulted homosexuals. So we might expect that it will soon be forbidden to preach God’s Word even in Christian churches. 
Propagation of homosexuality in education

· Children are read a homosexual fairy-tale “King and king” in which the crown prince refuses all beautiful princesses because he fell in love with a prince. They kiss one another and then get married. 

· In the Swiss canton Bern the organization AIDS Hilfe Switzerland systematically sent out to all schools, youth centres and technical schools a brochure propagating homosexuality. It encourages boys of every age not to be afraid of homosexuality, which they are propagating even by means of illustrative pictures of homosexual practices. The boys are to look at homosexuality as at the most natural thing in the world. The Evangelical National Party termed it a temptation of underage children and lodged a legal action against the AIDS Hilfe organization which is financing that action. (June 17, 2005)

· David S. Crawford, a professor at John Paul II’s Institute in Washington, said: “Legal recognition of gay marriage will bring a change that will impact all members of society and lead to a form of compulsory homosexuality ordered by law. 

· During the studies at a certain university in the Slovak Republic (SR), the intending teachers of English have to watch a film projecting in detail an act of perverted sexual intercourse of two men and then another film with a similar theme presenting women with the same deviation. As part of their examination the students are to become absorbed in the plot, find appropriate terms, and analyze the topic in an essay. Is this not psychological and sexual manipulation?

· When an eurodeputy of SR, Mrs. Anna Záborská, expressed herself that children and students should not be educated in schools by homosexually oriented people, the liberal press termed her statement a discrimination and ridiculed all her further statements. However, is the matter here not first of all discrimination of defenceless children and likewise of university students? 

· Drawing children into homosexual unions by way of adoption in reality means committing violence on these defenceless children.
· Question: Why is this topic gaining so much space in the massmedia? 
Answer: The whole of this stir is made by a narrow group of people whose voice is constantly amplified by the massmedia. People with homosexual orientation are abused as a pile-driver for the liquidation of the family as well as an implement against Christianity (christianophobia). 
D) The right attitude

Can homosexuality be cured? Answer: It was only in 1992 that homosexuality was expunged from the register of diseases by the World Health Organization because of ideological reasons. However, the experience testifies to successful medical treatment of a number of homosexuals. This can be confirmed by specialists such as Dutch psychotherapeutist Van den Aardvek, Czech sexologist MUDr. Iva Šípová, Slovak psychiatrist MUDr. Ivan Rakús and others. 

· Homosexuality is either a defect from birth or it is acquired. However, the first group, which involves affliction from birth, has a spiritual root. This root is that some of the ancestors opened themselves for magic, divination, spiritism, satanism or atheism (sins against the First Commandment: unbelief, idolatry). The second group includes those who developed homosexuality through its propagation and through their personal sins. The crime is that nowadays in many schools the teachers must hammer into the small children that they can freely choose their sexuality. This is a perversity! 
· The shepherds are obliged to tell these people the truth in what kind of bondage they have found themselves, what consequences this sin will have for their body (many of the infected with the AIDS virus are homosexuals), what consequences it will have for their psychical life (the question of disintegration of personality – deep depressions). And what then is the solution? Euthanasia?! And after euthanasia? Judgement, eternity: heaven or hell! For ever! Without repentance Christ’s blood, shed for their sake too and even for the sake of all who do not repent, flowed in vain.
· The worldwide scandal concerning paedophilia of priests in USA was in fact caused by homosexual orientation of these priests. Neither paedophiles nor homosexuals can become priests, and the less so bishops, because a priest and a bishop are to be witnesses of Christ first of all by their life – by morality and saintliness.

· On Saturday evening, 18th June 2005, at least 500 000 people participated in a huge demonstration against homosexual “marriages” in Madrid. Among the participants of the demonstration there were also 20 bishops and a number of distinguished politicians. The Bishops’ Conference of Spain issued a challenge to the nation to protest against the unjust legal amendments. This challenge was endorsed even by many bishops throughout the world.

· On Saturday 13th May 2006 Benedict XVI criticized political considerations leading towards legalization of homosexual partnerships. 

· The Canadian Cardinal Marc Ouellet has reminded recently that the Church cannot baptize children of homosexual couples. The secretary B. Bariteau emphasized (27th July 2005) that practised homosexuality is at its very root against the teaching of the Church, and by their relationship such couples only permanently and publicly demonstrate their contempt of the Catholic Church. 

· Declaration of bishops of the Orthodox Church in the Czech Republic: “The Bible assumes an uncompromising attitude towards the question of homosexual relations: ‘You shall not lie with a male as with a woman; it is an abomination.’ (Lev 18:22). The Christians are obliged to call a sin a sin, especially for the reason that those who gave themselves up to it may find the way to God and to salvation.”
· On 3rd June 2006 the Romanian Orthodox Christians demonstrated against homosexual marriages in the Romanian capital of Bucharest. (granosalis.cz)
· The local government of Moscow prohibited the parade of homosexuals planned for 1st May 2008 giving the following reason: “The absolute majority of the society rejects the homosexual way of life as well as the philosophy that is behind it.” During a meeting with the representatives of the Orthodox Church in 2006 the Mayor of Moscow termed homosexual demonstrations “satanic events”.
Conclusion

Card. Husar publicly expressed himself that homosexuals can perform whatever sexual activity and their sinful relationship he calls love. This public statement of a Cardinal and at the same time Head of the UGCC is at sharp variance with the teaching of the Holy Scripture, with the Tradition of the Fathers and with the teaching of the whole Church. For this attitude of his Card. Husar should not only be withdrawn for retirement but he ought to be punished by the deprival of all ecclesiastical dignities and by the prohibition of his book as of noxious literature. Unless he repents in public, for this heretical pronouncement as well as for other heresies he should be excommunicated! 
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
