Questions concerning Freemasons

Question: Has there been any punishment for the Church hierarchs or the faithful for their membership in this organization?

Answer: Yes, there has. A Catholic Christian who was a member of a Masonic lodge was excommunicated from the Church.
Question: Were these punishments laid down in the canon law too?

Answer: Yes, they were, until the time when the new Code was published in 1983.
Question: Is it necessary to restore these punishments today?

Answer: These punishments, which were contained in the old Code, should be restored today. It is logical and necessary!
