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Your Eminence, 

we present to You a very important theological problem, whose treatment cannot be put off for future. It concerns the very substance of the Christian faith and of the existence of the Church. We put the following questions:

1) Is the Eucharist celebrated by a priest (bishop) who does not believe in the Divinity of Christ the true Body and Blood of Christ?

We know that the change of bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ requires that the priest not only pronounce the words of Consecration (+ epiclesis) but that he also have the inner intention, that is, the desire that the bread and wine become the true Body and Blood of Christ. Unless the priest (bishop) believes in Christ as true God, he cannot have the proper intention either.

2) Is ordination of a priest or consecration of a bishop valid if the ordainer (consecrator) is a bishop who does not believe in the Divinity of Christ?
Can the one who does not believe in Jesus Christ as true God administer Holy Orders (priesthood or episcopate)?

3) Is ordination (consecration) valid if the one who is ordained (consecrated) had to pay a considerable sum of money for receiving this sacrament? Can. 1461 CCEO imposes for such a deed the punishment of deprival of Holy Orders on both the ordainer and the ordained.
Theological reflection
In the 4th century the East was under the sway of the heresy of Arianism. The Arians did not believe in the true Divinity of Christ. The majority of the Eastern bishops accepted this apostatic heresy. The heresy was fighted by St. Athanasius and later by St. Basil the Great who defended the substance of the Christian faith. Regrettably, even after his repeated pleas Rome did not help him! The Arian view of the Person of the Son of God, Jesus Christ, was the same as the today’s view of Jehovah’s Witnesses, who are no Christians!
Similarly, the adherents of historic-critical theology (HCT) nowadays divide Jesus into so-called historical Christ and Christ of faith and, as the final result, they do not believe in and do not confess the true Divinity of Christ! HCT also incorporates relativism and syncretism (it treats Christ as equal to Buddha, Krishna, gurus and the like). HCT, in addition, denies miracles as well as the inspiration of the Holy Scripture.
Your Eminence, almost all theological faculties of the Catholic Church teach according to the ideology of HCT which denies the very substance of the Christian faith. For this reason many priests and bishops no longer believe in the Divinity of Jesus Christ not only practically but theoretically as well.

We ask: Does the change into the Body and Blood of Christ take place if the priest or bishop does not believe in the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist? 

Thanks to L. Husar there is a mass spread of simony in the UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) today. Some bishops likewise had to pay Card. L. Husar a considerable sum of money for their nomination. Apart from that, the primary condition of the consecration was that the candidate for a bishop had to deny Christ as well as his conscience and accept the ideological programme of L. Husar leading to the liquidation of Christianity on the given territory! Card. L. Husar, Head of the UGCC, purposefully introduces the spirit of relativism, unbelief and apostasy in the Church in Ukraine. This activity of his can no longer be said to be just ignorant or random! All his acts and attitudes distinctly witness to the fact that his programme disintegrates Christianity, that it is planned, conscious and directed by a certain system.
We bring forward again the publicly stated heresies of Card. L. Husar: 

1st casting doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2nd casting doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God

3rd casting doubt upon the eternity of hell, and propagation of reincarnation

4th divination by pendulum

5th propagation of occultism and syncretism

6th approval of homosexuality and relativism

7th denial of the primacy and infallibility of the Pope
