Reform or doom of the UGCC

To Bishops of the UGCC

Card. L. Husar proclaims heresies connected with occultism, i.e. with conjuration, magic and divination.
Unless the UGCC bishops dissociate themselves from him and his heresies, we are obliged to warn the priests and all believers against these apostates and blind leaders who lead the people into eternal damnation. 

Card. Husar concentrates his powers at the Ukrainian Catholic University (UCU) where heresies are gradually sown into the hearts of the young Catholic generation. UCU will either be truly designated as an antichristian structure of New Age or it has to separate itself from this heretical foundation. Only then it will be able to adopt new formation and to cooperate in the renewal of the Church. This, however, will not do without personnel changes. 
Now that there are two clear-cut camps formed in the UGCC, every priest has to decide whether he wants to serve Christ or antichrist, whether he wants to lead the believers to heaven or to hell. Each of these priests will then personally bear the responsibility for his decision. 
For the meantime the Holy Father cannot begin with the reform from above, but is waiting for the reform movement to start from below. Without this reform movement, which serves the renewal of the Church, the Mystical Body of Christ would become the victim of the Church criminals equal to those who crucified Christ. What Stalin did not manage to do is now attempted to be done by the present hierarchy of the UGCC with the spirit of apostasy. Their aim is total destruction of the UGCC and liquidation of Christianity in Ukraine. 
The apostate hierarchy is responsible for the self-destruction of the nation, mainly for the youth who are in the slavery of drugs and impurity, for the spread of occultism which it is silent on, for the spread of sects, abortions, homosexuality, moral decay, noxious music, for the spread of Oriental philosophies and martial arts with the same spirit... The same spirit that destroys the Church within carries out destruction in the world too.
The way we received our episcopal consecration is – considering internal apostasy of the majority of the UGCC hierarchy – fully justified. Moreover, we profess absolute unity with the Holy Father; we separated ourselves from him neither in teaching nor in any other way, unlike Card. L. Husar and the bishops appointed by him.

A difference between a sinner bishop and an apostate bishop 

We raise a question: And what about the consecration of those bishops who were chosen, submitted to the Holy Father for approval and then even consecrated by a heretic – the apostate Card. L. Husar? Are these bishops true bishops? Did they receive the fullness of the Holy Spirit? May the Holy Spirit work through an apostate consecrator, who has already been internally excommunicated from the Church, and pass His grace on to another person?
In the 15th century John Huss preached that all that is performed by a priest who is in a state of deadly sin is invalid. The Church refused this teaching by right. However, there is a difference between a priest or bishop who lives in a state of deadly sin and continues to be a member of the Church, and a priest or bishop who is a heretic – apostate and has separated himself internally from the Church by his heresies. The Catholic teaching says that a priest or bishop who lives in a state of deadly sin administers the sacraments validly, although he himself has no spiritual benefit thereof but rather condemnation. Yet there is a big question whether an apostate, upon whom is a curse of the Apostle Paul according to Gal 1:8, may pass on the apostolic succession (episcopal consecration, clerical ordination). So there is a great difference between a bishop-sinner and a bishop-apostate. The Eastern tradition has it that a bishop who is a heretic – apostate is thus de facto excluded from the Church and therefore cannot confer divine grace; consequently, the more so cannot he pass on the apostolic succession through episcopal consecration. The Church tradition says: “Where there is a bishop, there is the Church”, but self-evidently it also holds true “Where there is an apostate bishop, there is the Church no longer”. What about Card. Husar who is a heretic – apostate and what about the local Church which is led by him?

To his heresies applies the anathema of Gal 1:8. We therefore ask: Can Card. Husar who publicly preaches heresies (see the book Discussions with His Beatitude Card. L. Husar – On Postconfessional Christianity”) validly consecrate new bishops and ordain new priests? Is such ordination or consecration valid? 
From the above-stated it follows that the consecration of bishops and ordination of many priests in the UGCC is dubious (Lat. dubius). 
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
