The reply to Religious Information Service of Ukraine (RISU)
On 26th March 2008 You published on Your web site the article titled: “Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Head denounces pseudobishops”. 
Let us first raise a question: Who is a true Catholic bishop and who is a pseudobishop? The one who confesses and defends the orthodox Catholic teaching is a true bishop. The one, however, who obscures it and shelters heresies and heretics is a pseudobishop. We openly defend the true Catholic teaching unlike Card. Husar who does not defend it and even denies it. 
Your article (as published in the Ukrainian section of the web site) has two parts. The first one is a free commentary on the proclamation of Card. L. Husar of 23rd March 2008 and the second one is the so-called information of RISU. 

Quotation: “It is forbidden to admit or invite the above-mentioned persons to performance of whatever priestly service.”

Response: This authoritative statement is a manifestation of usurpation of the power of the Holy Father and a sign of disobedience of Card. Husar to the Holy Father. Therefore a punishment applies to him according to can. 1437 CCEO: “One who refuses subjection to the supreme authority of the Church (i.e. to the Pope) is to be punished as a schismatic with a major excommunication.”
Quotation: “They are not to be regarded as bishops of the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church.”

Response: Even this statement is a manifestation of usurpation of the power which is exclusive to the Holy Father and it is likewise related to can. 1437 CCEO against schismatics, i.e. persons separated from the Holy Father who do not respect his authority.
Then RISU gives a free citation of can. 1459 CCEO. The same as Card. Husar, RISU also consciously conceals the substance, that is the fact that the automatic punishment does not exist in CCEO. Every guilt must be judicially defined. RISU also conceals that bishops can be punished only by the Pope. RISU proceeds in this way purposefully, just as it was purposefully done by Card. L. Husar.
Second part (information by RISU)

Quotation: “... the above-mentioned fathers proclaimed themselves bishops.”

Response: The quotation makes an impression as if we were not consecrated at all but declared a mere dream to be a reality. However, our consecration is neither a dream nor an illusion but a reality affirmed by veracious witnesses.
Quotation: “Their work, according to the words of many believers, led to deeper knowledge of God as well as to better comprehension and practice of the life of prayer.”
Response: Only this part of the quotation is truthful, but unfortunately the conclusions drawn from it are false.

Quotation: “However, short afterwards they began with the criticism of the Church hierarchy and caused a split.”

Response: In 2004, when our mission was liquidated and a monstrous process was started against us, we were forced to overtly defend the substance of the Christian faith. This situation was artificially evoked by the apostate Church hierarchy. In consequence of this, the covert antichristian system within the Church was revealed. So it was not us but the revelation of the truth that caused a split. 
Quotation: “The Patriarch Husar (2004) turned in writing to the then head of Lvov Regional Council – Oleksander Sendeha with a request for the prohibition of entrance and stay in Ukraine.” (note: Card. Husar proclaims himself patriarch in spite of not being one.)
Response: Card. L. Husar turned to state authorities with a secret document (of 6th August 2004) containing false information and transmitted to them a list of names of persons for whom he demanded a punishment. This document is a testimony of Card. L. Husar’s mean treatment. RISU, however, comments on this compromising document in false light in such manner as if Card. Husar had the right to it and as if it was even his virtue, and as if the innocent victims were big criminals. 

Quotation: “By their incorrect conduct and disobedience to their religious superiors as well as to the local hierarchy, the monks caused great confusion to the detriment of the faithful in the Czech exarchate of the Greek-Catholic Church.”

Response: No official punishment for the so-called transgression exists. All our transgression consisted in the fact that we morally supported the Ukrainian believers by saying to them that the CCEO Code allows them to demand the establishment of their own Ukrainian exarchate in the Czech Republic (CR). They demanded it and in addition, they also demanded their own Ukrainian bishop. It was not us but Card. Husar who did great harm to the Ukrainians in CR. Although he could establish the exarchate, he did not do so and thus did not create the necessary hinterland for the believers.

In September 2004 the Protoarchimandrite Koubetch issued an erroneous decree by which he transferred us to a non-existent delegature. When we pointed out that we could not move to a non-existent monastery, it was labelled as disobedience. RISU comments on this as on incorrect conduct and disobedience to the religious superiors and to the local administration.

Quotation: “Nevertheless, for different reasons the above-mentioned priests prolonged their activity in Ukraine.”

Response: Yes, we did prolong it with God’s help, which is a great miracle!

Quotation: “Furthermore, the above-mentioned persons yearn to save the UGCC from ‘the spirit of this world’.”

Response: We ask: Is the rule in the UGCC held by this spirit of the world through the activity of Card. L. Husar and his structure, or is this rule held by the Spirit of God? Is there space given to God’s Spirit for a true mission and a spiritual renewal of the UGCC to come? We ask: What spirit is in the UGCC? The Spirit of God, the spirit of repentance and truth, or the spirit of lie, distortion, intrigues, the spirit of this world? If there was the Spirit of God here, we would have no problems. But we do have problems owing to the very fact that we do not want to submit to the spirit of apostasy, to the spirit of betrayal of Christ. This spirit of betrayal destroys the Mystical Body of Christ, the Church, as a whole. It is a spirit of lie using religious phrases and deceiving the priests and the faithful. Here it holds true: “If anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.” (Rom 8:9) RISU turns this reality into ridicule so as to remove this key issue from the very beginning. 

Quotation: “They defend unity with the Apostolic See.”
Response: It is true that we defend this unity with the Apostolic See; however, RISU ridicules it here.

Quotation: “On 16th January 2006 the Synod of the UGCC set up a committee... on grounds of their inadmissible activity.”

Response: Admittedly, the committee was set up, but because it did not find any real arguments against the truth, it practically did not even begin its activity. Our defence of the substance of Christianity through our letters and through the book Four Words from Ukraine RISU labels as “inadmissible activity”. 

Conclusion

RISU works unsolidly. In spite of calling itself information service, the information is distorted and misused there. It thus pursues concrete mean aims.
What is RISU? What spirit is behind it? What attitude should every genuinely seeking Christian take towards RISU?
