Your Eminence,

I kindly ask for an annulment of my exclusion from the OSBM No. 51/2005 by the General Superior.

1.
On 15th December 2004 I wrote a recourse to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches against the Decrees No. 108/04 and 109/04 in which I was punished without a trial, without a previous notification of my guilt, without verbal confrontation and without a possibility of defense. In these decrees General Superior B. Koubetch ordered me “in the name of sacred obedience” to admit and undersign a false confession, and to make a public apology.

2.

On 20th January 2005 I sent to the Tribunal of the Roman Rota a demand for accepting complaints in a law suit against the General Superior B. Koubetch, OSBM.

On 1st March 2005 I repeated this demand for accepting these complaints in a law suit against the General Superior.

3.

On 2nd February 2005 I wrote a new recourse to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches against the Decree No. 121/04 by the General Superior.

4.

On 26th May 2005 I wrote a recourse to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches against the Decree No. 51/05 by which I was excluded from the OSBM.

On 22nd August 2005 I sent an urgency of the recourse to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches.

5.

The Supreme Tribunal of the Apostolic Signatura informed me (Prot. N. 37579/05 CA, 20th August 2005) that Apostolic Visitator was sent by the Prefect of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches “to my monastery to gather more information and to safeguard the right of defense”, but I did not receive any decree in this cause from the Congregation or the Apostolic Visitator. Until this day the Congregation for the Oriental Churches and the Apostolic Visitator have been silent.

6.

I did not commit the accusation enumerated in the Decrees No. 108/04, 109/04 and 51/05. The decrees did not specify when, where and before whom I would commit an offence. Moreover, all letters from the believers and the priest from England that I sent to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, testify to my innocence. I was punished and excluded from the OSBM without a trial, without a possibility of defense, without a previous notification of my guilt (Decree 51/05). The CCEO can. 500 § 2 has been violated in all articles.

7.

In regard to Pastor Bonus Art. 123, I kindly ask the Supreme Tribunal of the Apostolic Signatura for a service of the court. I ask for an annulment of all decrees (No.108/04, 109/04, 121/04), especially the No. 51/05 Decree of exclusion from the OSBM, and for a moral remedy.
