Postscript: 
At that time when we wrote this letter we did not know that Card. L. Husar has been sent to Ukraine with the purpose of liquidation of the UGCC and of splitting Christianity on this territory. We had not the faintest idea that he had united with the leadership of OSBM and on 6th August 2004 sent secret letters to the state authorities (governor of Lvov, State Security Service of Ukraine) and demanded our deportation. He also wrote letters to all bishops lest none of them should receive us into diocese!
Card. L. Husar did not respond to our request for audience. He received us few months later after our repeated petitions. To question why he had passed our personal data to State Security Service and demanded our deportation he replied that we were a sect. When we asked him what arguments or evidence he had for such statement he cynically replied: “We are only going to seek them...”
