The second call to renouncement of heresies

Your Excellency,

on 18th February 2009 the orthodox Catholic Synod of Greek-Catholic bishops of Ukraine publicly called You to renounce 8 heresies which are overtly proclaimed by Card. L. Husar. You openly manifested that You make unity with him, his heresies and his spirit. L. Husar propagates the following heresies:
1) he casts doubt upon the Divinity of Christ

2) he casts doubt upon the Virginity of the Mother of God 

3) he casts doubt upon the eternity of hell

4) he divines by pendulum

5) he propagates occultism and syncretism

6) he approves of homosexuality and relativism

7) he denies the primacy and infallibility of the Pope

8) he propagates reincarnation

Heresies and subsequent apostasy are the gravest crime against Christ and against the Church. Before God and before the Church You were urged that You renounce the above-mentioned heresies by Good Friday, i.e. by 10th April 2009. Now we remind You in God’s authority that unless You do so, God’s curse – anathema – will fall upon You in accordance with Gal 1:8-9. The Pope does not need to pronouce this anathema nor can he remit it if You stubbornly refuse to repent. 
We remind You: If You do not obey God and if You separate from Him by heresy, none of the priests or believers of the Greek-Catholic Church is obliged in conscience to obey You any longer. St. Basil emphasizes that if a bishop does not obey God, nobody can obey him.
