The spirit of rebellion of Card. M. Vlk against the Pope

Letter to Czech and Slovak Bishops

Two months ago according to the Church’s regulations Card. M. Vlk was to retire to emeriture. The Holy Father prolonged his office of the Archbishop by two more years. 
However, after less than two months Card. M. Vlk showed his claws against the Pope. He publicly showed that he despises and disagrees with the pontifical decree of 7th July 2007 concerning the liturgy. 

Cardinal M. Vlk claims: “I am not a supporter of such return myself. The text of the indult will be translated within some time and wholly published. We will compare it with the previous permission of John Paul II and, if need be, with another higher norm, with the liturgical constitution of the Council and afterwards there will be more detailed directives issued as to the use of the indult.”
Response: The previous permission of John Paul II is in legal force no longer. All enactments of the Motu Proprio Ecclesia Dei of 1988 have been replaced by the enactments of the Motu Proprio Summorum Pontificum. In case that the liturgical constitution of the Council is considered to be a higher norm than the liturgical norms declared by the Pope, then the author of such statement finds himself on the edge of ecclesiological heresy called “conciliarism”.
Cardinal M. Vlk claims: “The new indult serves for Masses celebrated ‘without the people’, that means that it cannot become an ‘ordinary parish Divine Service’.”
Response: This statement is not true, since the Motu Proprio expressly states that where there is a group of faithful requiring in their parish a publicly celebrated traditional liturgy, they are to be satisfied. Similarly it serves for religious communities that traditional mass can be celebrated in their churches as privately so publicly.

Cardinal M. Vlk claims: “The document reminds that it is necessary to see to it that in parishes no confusions and disputes take place with the majority of the believers who do not want the return to the old rite. The priest must not force upon the believers his old liturgical feeling.”
To this responds a believer from the Czech Republic: “Certainly, whereas the priests of Card. Vlk have already for more than 10 years been forcing upon us their progressive liturgical feeling, receiving of the Holy Communion in the hand, removal of the altars, instituting of ministrant girls and pastoral women assistants...”
Cardinal M. Vlk further claims: “For the Lefebvrians, however, owing to whom this permission was issued in the first place, this will not be sufficient. They already have the possibilities given to them by the mentioned document. That which they reject, i.e. some of the conciliar documents, is not treated by the indult anyway.” 

Response: The Holy Father says clearly that the main motive for issuing the document was not only the conciliation with the traditionalists but also the good of the whole Church.

Quotation from the mentioned document: “It is a matter of coming to an interior reconciliation in the heart of the Church. Looking back over the past, to the divisions which in the course of the centuries have rent the Body of Christ, one continually has the impression that, at critical moments when divisions were coming about, not enough was done by the Church’s leaders to maintain or regain reconciliation and unity. One has the impression that omissions on the part of the Church have had their share of blame for the fact that these divisions were able to harden. This glance at the past imposes an obligation on us today: to make every effort to enable for all those who truly desire unity to remain in that unity or to attain it anew.”
Unfortunately, the Focolare Cardinal M. Vlk, who has mouth full of catchphrases about love, actually does quite the opposite. He has no sense of justice, nor any sentire cum Ecclesia, on the contrary, he has sentire cum New Age. He, as a false shepherd, instead of protecting the sheep is tearing and killing them. Moreover, he does not revere papal authority and has the opposite spirit than our Lord and Saviour and likewise the opposite spirit than the present Pope Benedict XVI. The Holy Father should again consider whether the chance he gave to Cardinal M. Vlk serves to the benefit or to the detriment of the Church in the Czech Republic and he should then send him to regular emeriture. Spiritual harms which this shepherd with antichristian spirit will do may have immense consequences upon the Church in the Czech Republic!
Such people do not react to mercy and love, for the sake of the salvation of their souls they need a just punishment!
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
