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Most Reverend Church fathers,

please, ask the Holy Father Benedict XVI. in such urgent time to issue a binding proclamation concerning a correct interpretation of the conciliar Nostra aetate declaration. You together with him have been given the responsibility for the boat of the Church which is tossing in a grave storm. Without a clear word the process of internal decay and apostasy from the Church will continue and we will be facing a collapse. 

Introduction:

There are two big wounds through which nowadays the post-conciliar Church is bleeding most and losing her identity. The first one is historic-critical theology (HCT) (see letter “Diagnosis /Topicality of/, Encyclical of St. Pius X.”), the second one is uncritical openness for paganism. The fruit of it is that mission has been changed for a so-called interreligious dialogue. The Word of God says nothing about dialogue but it speaks about a duty to preach the Gospel: “So that gentiles will turn from darkness to light and from the power of satan to God.” (Acts 26:18)

Balance after 40 years 

Every good landlord strikes a balance, aims at substantial things and follows a concrete purpose. He supports everything which leads to this purpose and leaves everything which leads away from it. Instead of going to its substance and exerting its forces and means at a disposal for its own renewal, Christianity opened itself to the opposite spirit and lost the vital foundation which is Jesus Christ (cf. 1Cor 3:10f).

1) 40 years ago there in fact was neither Buddhism nor Hinduism nor Mohammedanism in Europe. 

2) Today after 40 years there are unnatural laws being introduced in Europe which liquidate the society, the family as well as the individual (homosexual marriages, abortions, euthanasia). This is the fruit of our apostasy from Christ. 

Declaration of the Holy Father on the violence of Moslems

On 20th and 25th July 2005 the Holy Father reacted to terroristic assaults in London and Egypt. Next he reacted to the violence committed on Christians on 22nd February, 9th March and 22nd May 2006. On 12th September 2006 during his visit to Germany he said: “Faith cannot be spread by violence,” and he quoted the Byzantine emperor Manuel II. Palaeologist: “Show me what Mohammed has brought new and you will see that it is all bad, inhuman things, such as a command to spread his faith by sword.” As a reaction upon this defence of innocent victims of Islamic violence there followed demonstrations, in Palestine several Christians were killed and two Christian temples destroyed. 

In September 2005 the Danish press published caricatures of Mohammed; the adherents of the prophet took it as a pretext for a bloody persecution of Christians. On 29th October 2005 Islamic terrorists cruelly murdered three Indonesian girls, who were going to school, by cutting off their heads. On 18th January 2006 a crowd of 5000 Moslem militants with axes and knives attacked Christians in a Coptic chapel in the village of Udyasaat, lying near Egyptian Luxor. They burned out the Coptic church, two Christians were killed with axe and many others were injured. Houses of some Christians were demolished. In Egypt and some Islamic states Christian temples are being demolished and it is not allowed to build new or to repair the burned ones. 

In the streets of the Nigerian town Maiduguri Moslems killed 58 Christians. On 18th February 2006 51 more Christians were killed and hundreds were injured. 52 churches, 150 houses and 85 shops were pulled down or burned out. Among the afflicted there also is the Catholic parish of St. Augustine, whose two priests were killed. An equally tragical assault was seen in the Catholic church of St. Rita where the assailants killed the priest Matthew. His dead body was burned by them on a pyre of tyres. Several ministrants managed to escape luckily. On 23rd February 2006 the Moslem assailants killed 10 Christians and burned out 9 churches. On the same day Moslem students killed 25 Christians in the town Bauchi. Italian eurodeputy R. Buttiglione appealed to the European Parliament to pronounce on these crimes. However, deputies of EU refused to occupy themselves with it. UNO hypocritically keeps silent, too. 

Moslems in Europe freely build their mosques, nobody burns them out, or kills them and they can avail themselves of freedom and of all advantages offered by Europe. Europe, moreover, faces a spread of buddhism through martial arts and hinduism through yoga, transcendental meditation and plentiful literature. No one is killing hinduists with an axe. The public opinion on hinduists is that this religion worships all living beings and therefore it is not possible to kill even a mosquito; however, the human being for them is often of less worth than a mosquito or a rat. Journal “The Voice of Martyrs” gives a testimony: “Pastor Isac Raju brought many hinduists to Christ. But in May 2004, on his way to the bus stop he disappeared without any track. Militant hinduists slit the body of pastor Raju into several parts which they put into a sack and threw away by the road. Pastor K. Daniel baptized many hinduists, too, and also met with many threats. He was tortured to death  approximately at the same time as pastor Raju. 

Pastor Yesu Das worked as a sanitarian and distributed medicine among Hindu patients to whom at the same time he gave testimony about Jesus. Two men dragged him outside the village where they killed him with 32 strokes of axe. Some villagers even heard pastor’s calling: ‘Jesus, Jesus, Jesus!’ The body of pastor Yesu was found in a pool of blood. In his hand he was still cramply holding a tract with almost a symbolic title: ‘What will follow after death?’” Evangelical pastors in India are being killed; however, on the other hand a Catholic priest in Valankanni (India as well), Father Arul Irudayen boasted that Hindus now perform their pagan rites inside the shrine of his church. This is the fruit of the false spirit of the council and of the false respect for other religions. On 5th May 2004 a pagan Hindu ritual took place even in Fatima with an approval by the Fatima Rector Guerra… The Bishop of Fatima’s approach to the problem was: “We do not want to be fundamentalists.” And in proof of his words he let himself be decorated with a Hindu shawl with citations from the Hindu “sacred book” Bhagavadghita. Other bishops of Portugal keep silent or remain in connivance. And this apostasy continues owing to the silence of the weak and promotion by the misguided shepherds.
The influence of the false interpretation of the Nostra aetate declaration impacted even the missionary congregation of Xavierians in Italy. Xavierian fathers, spiritual sons of St. Francis Xavier, are missionaries. They have their mission on all continents. Many of them  – both young and old – died martyrs for Christ and His Gospel. They died at various places in Japan, China, India, Africa. After receiving a so-called post-conciliar spirit the roles have been changed. Xavierians brought buddhist monks from Tibet to Europe. In Italy they then established about eight centres where these buddhist monks are carrying out their recollection.

Mission of yoga in Europe

Mother Basilea Schlink writes: “Yoga is a hidden trap of the Hindu religion. Whoever intensely practises yoga (or buddhist zen), inevitably, though unnoticedly, falls more and more under the influence of Satan. The flowing powers of the universe are nothing else but the powers of pagan gods. It is not possible to combine yoga with Christian beliefs!” However, on the other hand Chiara Lubich, the founder of the Focolare movement, received during her journeys several degrees of honour from hinduists and buddhists as a gesture of unity. In sign of this unity she meditated with them, and then pronounced that she experienced spiritual vibrations. She also announced her decision to establish yoga of love – prеm-yoga (foco-yoga). Fr. J. Verlinde, who passed a long way (10 years) through oriental religious systems, likewise opened himself to these spiritual vibrations. After his conversion he repented and even underwent exorcism. He testifies: “In Hinduism god is not a person but only some kind of vibration!” Supposing that this “vibratile spirit”, which Chiara Lubich received, has penetrated into the whole Focolare movement, which she founded and leads, then it is necessary to publicly repent of it.
Nostra aetate statement on respect

This statement is abused to the detriment of the Catholic Church. It makes a difference – to have  respect for man who was created by God in His own image, and – to have respect for idolatrous system which turns us away from the true knowledge of God. The First Commandment contains a prohibition against the worship of and respect for pagan gods: “You shall not worship them or serve them” (Deut 5:7-9) The early Christians preferred to die rather than to manifest respect and offer incense to pagan divinities or to the emperor. In the current theology there is a trend of emphasizing irrelevant, misleading and heretical teachings but at the same time obscuring the substance. This destructive system must be stopped. The only and correct solution is – a return to the foundation, which is Jesus Christ and His Gospel. False respect and abandonment of the foundation of Christian faith have created conditions for a mass spread of the New Age spirit. 

New Age movement

In his pastoral letter “Christ or Aquarius” Cardinal G. Danneels points out four pillars of the New Age  (ostensible scientific basis, religious teachings of Orient, new psychologies, occultism). The New Age is similarly and competently spoken about in the Encyclical “Jesus Christ – the Bearer of the Water of Life” (Rome 2003). Briefly on the New Age: Where true conversion is not preached, where sin is not called  sin but just a failure, frustration, non-acceptance etc., there Jesus as the only and personal Saviour is excluded. Then various psychologies, philosophies and theologies are just an outer façade of rotten and corpse-like Christianity. It is necessary to realize that natural religion is a religion of the old self (Eph 4:22), which is paganism, today namely the spirituality of the New Age. This spirit has always been present in lukewarm Christianity, as in the Catholic so in the Protestant and the Orthodox one. Only the one who has been genuinely converted and who is willing to receive Lord Jesus Christ and His Gospel as his/her foundation, only the one has dissociated him/herself from the old-new spirituality of the New Age and in the hour of death he/she need not be afraid of God’s judgement.  

Martial arts

Example: When taking the so-called big vows, which correspond to the eight ways of the buddhist tradition, the karate adept vows the following: “I will always obey Buddha, Dharma and Sangha.” He promises to accomplish reincarnation: “I will always be reborn in favourable conditions and I will spread myself throughout the universe.” This has nothing to do with Christianity. Reincarnation denies: 1) immortal soul, 2) personal God, 3) heaven and hell, 4) Christ as the only Saviour. Belief in reincarnation is a hindrance to salvation. 

Statement on the meeting in Assisi (1986, 2002)

Contemplative Basilian sisters from Ukraine living in the monastery in Albano near Rome, not more than a year before the death of the Holy Father John Paul II., worked out a proclamation draft for him concerning the interreligious meeting in Assisi and transmitted it to him (see Four Words from Ukraine, www.community.org.ua). In the conclusion it is written: “The Assisi prayers were exclusively an act of general strengthening of the world peace, and not an expression of syncretism or unity with those pagan religions. Who has drawn from the Assisi meeting some false conclusions or arguments contradictory to the Holy Scripture and apostolic teaching, the one acts dishonestly and intentionally spreads incorrect explanations.” We can add a statement by the Holy Father Benedict XVI. (September 2006) concerning Assisi: “Without Christ there can be no true peace!”

The fruit of so-called post-conciliar spirit

Certain theologians through false interpretation of the Nostra aetate declaration have opened the door for apostasy from Jesus Christ to paganism and thereby even to homosexuality (cf. Rom 1:21-27). The laws of so-called registered homosexual partnership which are currently being enforced in EU are the fruit of the fact that Christian Europe fell away from the living God: “Although they knew God, they did not glorify Him as God… For this reason God gave them up to vile passions… men committing shameless acts with men.” (Rom 1:21.26-27)

The fruit of the teaching of the apostles were pagans turning into Christians! The fruit of the post-conciliar theologians are Christians turning into pagans!
