and promoters of justice

To Tribunal of the Supreme Archbishop

and Tribunal of the Sokal-Zhovkva eparchy
Dear judges, judicial criminals,

+ M. Koltun, M. Palij, V. Tokar, O. Kaskiv, R. Shaphran, O. Khortyk, R. Dutchak, T. Kotsyuba!
We ask You before God who will judge the living and the dead: In whose name and on what authority did You commit a crime of justice?
In the name of God? The Most Holy name of the just God You dared to abuse to cover up Your crime.
In the name of Christ? We are His witnesses; You, however, have condemned both Christ and His Gospel. 
In the name of the Holy Spirit? But Your hard-heartedness against the truth is a glaring sin against the Holy Spirit.
In the name of the Church? Of what Church? That of Christ, which we defend, or the postconfessional Church of the apostate L. Husar?

On the contrary, it is us who now, in the name of the Triune God, announce an anathema – a curse – to You, which You have drawn upon Yourselves by a double crime:

1) You condemned Christ like the hypocrite Pilate.
2) You defended an apostate criminal, thereby uniting with his apostasy and with his heresies.

What is the consequence for You of God’s curse that You have drawn upon Yourselves? You have separated from Christ and from His bleeding Body, the Church. You have got under the power of demons, You have become a plague for Your family and Your relatives. If You died in this state of impenitence, You would be eternally condemned. If You or Your family should be struck with misfortune, or serious diseases, it will be the last warning from God for Your conversion and Your salvation from eternal condemnation. We do not judge You. The judgement is God’s. But You have opened Yourselves to demons working through sins tied up with a curse.

What is our response to Your murder of justice? On the pattern of our Lord Jesus Christ we pray for You, we forgive You and, following His Gospel, we love You. That means that we want You to be converted and not to be eternally condemned in endless suffering. We do not want the blood of Christ to have been shed for You in vain. Therefore we implore You on Christ’s behalf: “Be reconciled to God.” (2Cor 5:20)
