They dig a pit to trap others and then fall into it themselves.

Card. L. Husar and some members of the UGCC Bishops’ Synod have fear of just and objective settlement of the whole critical situation in the UGCC. This problem is closely connected with our episcopal consecrations and our letters. Even some members of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches (COCh) (Card. L. Sandri, + A. Veglio) have fear of the truth because they participate in the crimes against the UGCC. In order to circumvent the Holy Father these above-mentioned people arranged a monstrous process. COCh gave instructions to set up a collegial tribunal of Zhovkva-Sokal eparchy and Card. L. Husar commissioned his promoter of justice M. Palij to accuse and condemn us. Then the Bishop of Zhovkva Mykhail Koltun appointed the judges who were to pronounce a pre-prepared sentence. 
The advocate ex officio did not have the least interest to defend us, as we came to know later. Knowing about this monstrous process and about the aims of the judges we refused to be present at this spectacle. 
Moreover, an eparchial court is not competent to judge religious of an order of pontifical right and, besides, the matter of judicial inquiry here is the offences of high Church officials who likewise can be judged only by the Holy Father. 
On 2nd, 3rd and 4th June 2008 the tribunal pronounced lawless sentences stating that we were guilty and that we had to be excluded from the Catholic Church. We have been announced that we can lodge an appeal within 15 days since the receipt of the sentence of first instance. We are very glad that this made-to-order judicial process took place. For now we can officially lodge an appeal directly for the attention of the Holy Father who, according to CCEO can. 1059 § 1-2, now already has to deal with the situation in the UGCC as well as with the administrative changes after our consecration. At the same time the appeal helped us to lodge an official complaint against Card. L. Husar for his offences against the Church. If the Holy Father resolves to treat the problem juridically, it will not go without pronouncing a just sentence on Cardinal L. Husar and on those who participate in his crimes.
