The latest news
· On 29th October 2008 Card. L. Husar appeared in a TV programme, initiated by him, together with a Jewish rabbi and with a representative of Muslims in Ukraine. During the programme he did not a single time utter the name of Jesus Christ and instead of a testimony to Christ this appearance of his was an anti-testimony.
· The private television station in Ivano-Frankivsk broadcasted a 15-minute programme about Pidhirtsi, wherein several people bore witness to their conversion and miraculous healing. It was also stated there what is the substance of our mission and what is the fruit of the heresy preached by the apostatic hierarchy. The ecclesiastical circles, using threats and intimidation, not only demanded satisfaction but the television also had to make space for their lies. Moreover, they threatened with state organs, with the court and with the dissolution of the studio! 

We are astonished – this is the time of democracy! The President or the MPs are exposed to severe criticism in the TV broadcasts, yet they do not threaten the television with the court as it is being done by the apostatic Church.
· The faithful warned Bishop V. Vijtyshyn that Jehovah’s Witnesses were going to perform their mission in the largest stadium in Ivano-Frankivsk. The Bishop replied: “The town will at least have money for park repairs!” Why did he not use personal contacts with the deputies for God’s interests and protection of the Catholic faithful? If only these official clergymen were so eager for the defence of faith as they are often eager to stick up for themselves. Unfortunately, Christ and the souls are of no concern to them. Would Bishop V. Vijtyshyn be so indifferent and concerned in the first place in the park improvement if he was announced that there will be a mission in the stadium performed by the Pidhirtsi bishops?
· A certain dean has zealously preached lies against us in several Sunday liturgies. The believers brought into his notice that Jehovah’s Witnesses were going to organize a mission day in their parish. However, the dean gave no instruction or warning to his sheep, there followed no zealous sermon on that topic. 

· A private television station arranged a programme with us concerning mission lectures. However, the ecclesiastical circles secretly saw to it that the faithful could hear nothing about Jesus on TV. They must listen only to Husar; but the problem is that he does not talk about the Lord Jesus nor about the need of conversion and salvation.
· We had a press conference. The pressmen wanted to write a few objective articles. For as for publication of articles against us in the mass media, the Church representatives have already arranged that. A certain journalist told us afterwards: “Our manager was visited by two shaven-headed hefty fellows who told him in no uncertain terms that any objective item about you in our newspaper was absolutely out of the question.”

· In secular journals the following principle holds true: If there is an article to somebody’s disadvantage, the person concerned has the right to defence. In recent weeks different journals have carried all sorts of lies and fabrications about us. Unfortunately, somebody has seen to it that the opportunity for defence should not hold true in this case. So the world has a better sense of truth than the official Church leadership. 
· A young family had a serious problem. Having experienced their personal conversion in Pidhirtsi, the young couple began to pray with zeal for this particular thing. The Lord turned the trouble, which lasted four years, into a great blessing. All their friends shared in their joy. Only the local priest did not like the parishioners to witness to the living God who works in the life of man even today. The priest telephoned the employer of this young man, who works in the civil service, and threatened that unless this man stops witnessing to God’s miracles through prayers tied up with Pidhirtsi, he will inform the state security committee (secret police) against them both, the young man as well as his superior. The mind boggles! Today for one’s witness to the living Jesus, who is working miracles just like in the Gospel, the Church pharisees “stone” their own believers.
· In the sacrament of penance in the Basilian church of St. Andrew in Lvov a woman was told by the priest to make satisfaction for her sins by burning the booklets from Pidhirtsi. 

Now she heard another priest say that the Pidhirtsi bishops write the truth. Poor woman, she did not know what to do. She was afraid to burn the booklets, yet on the other hand she was also afraid not to burn them lest the confession be invalid since she did not do the penance given her by the priest. This woman had never been to Pidhirtsi, she just had a few booklets from there at home, and now for an unknown reason she was told to burn them.

Nobody asks the people in the sacrament of penance if in their homes they do not have occult, immoral or heretical literature or the booklets of Jehovah’s Witnesses – and the people do have them. However, nobody tells them to burn it. As if reading of such literature was no sin at all. But the literature which presents the truth and at the same time shows the biblical solution in repentance must be burnt – and, what is more, this is ordered under compulsion, as part of the penance imposed in the holy confession, which puts fear into the believers. And this is an abuse of this sacrament for a sin!

It can be expected that next time the confessor will tell the penitent to burn the Holy Scripture as part of the penance and to buy the journal ‘Misionar’ which overtly propagates heresies of HCT. One can expect anything today. 

· The superior of the Basilian monastery in Chervonohrad thundered at the top of his voice in the church, and the conclusion of his thunderous sermon was an order for all who made pilgrimages to Pidhirtsi to confess it in the sacrament of penance. A certain older woman got so frightened that she stood up at once and hurried for confession.
