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How to begin the reform of the Church? In the same way as when the Church was born in Jerusalem on the Day of Pentecost. The apostles were filled with the Holy Spirit. The Apostle Peter delivered a sermon which was a clear testimony in the power of the Holy Spirit. He quoted from the prophet Joel 3, Psalm 16 and Psalm 110. What was the content of the sermon? He reacted in brief to the fact that the apostles received the Holy Spirit promised and that they began to speak with new tongues. He explained it on the basis of the Scripture – Joel 3:1-5. Then he gave a short testimony to Jesus, reminded of His wonder-works and miracles, of His death and resurrection and cited Psalm 16: “Because You will not leave my soul in hell, neither will You suffer Your Holy One to see corruption.” He explained in brief again that those words did not refer to David but to Jesus Christ and to His resurrection. Then he cited Psalm 110 which reads: “The LORD said to my Lord: ‘Sit at My right hand!” And he explained it with the following words: “Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made Him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.” (Acts 2:36) What was the reaction to his sermon? “They were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the apostles: ‘Brothers, what shall we do?’” Peter said to them: “Repent and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. For the promise is for you and for your children and for all who are far off (in the future).” What did these Jews do afterwards? Did they discuss further? No. “Those who received his word were baptized, and there were added that day about three thousand souls.” So the key was that they received the word. What word? The exegesis of this situation in the Holy Spirit. Peter pointed out that the word from Joel 3 was fulfilled there. An exegesis in the same Spirit was done by the risen Jesus when joining the apostles on their way to Emmaus (cf. Lk 24:25f). Such exegesis of the Old Testament is almost in all the books of the New Testament, above all in the Gospels and in the Epistles of the Apostle Paul. This method of interpretation of the Scripture should be practised by students, priests as well as bishops. However, first they have to be converted and receive the Holy Spirit in fullness as it was done by the apostles. Historic-critical method (HCT) explains the Holy Scripture in a different spirit. The fruit of the biblical method was that 3 000 souls were converted. In this Spirit the Scripture was preached and explained by the Apostle Paul and by other apostles. In this way they converted the world of that time to Christ! 
What is the fruit of the contemporary method of HCT which forms (deforms) the present-day generation of priests? The fruit is worldwide apostasy from Christ. Why? Because according to HCT the Word of God and the Gospel is preached in a different spirit. The Holy Spirit is the author of the Holy Scripture and He also is its true interpreter (exegete). Only in the light of the Holy Spirit the Word of God works so that people “turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God” (cf. Acts 26:18). If the Scripture is interpreted in accordance with the HCT, the fruit is unbelief and apostasy from the faith. The one who has been converted, received the Holy Spirit and bears testimony to Jesus, the one has personal experience with God’s power and therefore his gospel brings light and gives life. The HCT exegete has no experience with God and that is why he does not bring life but death. What did those who were converted in Jerusalem do? Did they return to their old way of life? No. “They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers.” (Acts 2:42)
The early community of Christians in Jerusalem is a model of the living Church, and that for all times and for all places on earth. The condition is to receive the Holy Spirit, to repent and be baptized (cf. Acts 2:37). Today the need of repentance refers in the first place to every bishop. Why? Because the bishops are the successors of the apostles. But there is one problem. There are two kinds of apostles. The first ones have the Holy Spirit and the second ones have the spirit of the world. The first ones have the apostolic teaching and the second ones have various philosophies and theologies instead. The first ones preach the Gospel and the second ones preach a different gospel. The first ones are Jesus’ witnesses and the second ones are apostates from Christ. The first ones are true apostles and the second ones are false apostles (cf. 2Cor 11:13f).
So there is an internal division among the bishops. However, this division is often not visible, and the believers are thus deceived. The false bishops pretend that they are the true ones, but in reality they persecute the true ones and do not allow them to witness to Jesus so that the difference between them be not revealed. 
The necessary beginning of the reform lies in the following: It must be made public who is who and who one serves. This is the most actual need of the Church. Without this differentiation (division) of the apostles the revival of the Church cannot come. Why? Because the bishops with the spirit of apostasy have official authority, and act as true apostles “but are not, and are liars” (cf. Rev 2:2). Instead of life they bring death and claim obedience so that they could thus liquidate the Church even more effectively. 
Every bishop nowadays must renounce the spirit of HCT and false respect for pagan religions. For this is a different gospel which was not preached by the apostles. For this false gospel they are under the excommunication latae sententiae, or anathema, in accordance with Gal 1:8. Through this different gospel the apostate bishops put the whole diocese, for which they are responsible, under a curse. And this is the biggest crime. A bigger crime than Stalin’s gulags or Hitler’s concentration camps, because this leads to the loss of divine life and to eternal death. 
Who would preach a different gospel from the one that was preached by the Apostle Paul, let him be excluded (Gr.: anathema esto – Gal 1:8). So many bishops nowadays are under God’s curse – under excommunication latae sententiae, and therefore they either have to repent or be excluded also externally. Nowadays repentance is the requisite for occultists, diviners, magicians, spiritists, adulterers, murderers, drug addicts, alcoholics, thieves and other criminals but in the first place for all the bishops of the Catholic Church. Unless they separate themselves from the spirit of HCT and syncretism, this God’s excommunication, which causes division, will have to be made public at last! Yet this will be for the good of the Church, because this division inside the Church already exists. 
What next? Every bishop is obliged to advance a spiritual reform in his diocese. First and foremost it concerns seminaries, then clergy and also monasteries. Every religious order or congregation should put one house at disposal for the sake of a reform. If bishops are to be true successors of the apostles, they must have the same Spirit and preach the same Gospel (teaching) as the apostles. 
Beside a bishop who will not receive the reform in his diocese it will be necessary to appoint another bishop, e.g. his coadjutor, who will no longer be subordinated to him but to the centre of the reform movement. This centre should be in every nation. Two – three reformed bishops at the Apostolic Nunciature should be liable for the reform in the particular nation.
If in the forefront of a diocese there is an apostate bishop, he will not permit a reform, and those who strive for it will be unjustly punished by him as rebels against the Church and Christ. That is why all the genuine Christians must be sheltered by the authority of an orthodox Catholic bishop in every diocese. This is the model of renewal. In Ukraine this reform movement has already originated, and that from below. However, all powers of darkness are struggling to liquidate it by means of intrigues and other dark practices. 
In the Western Church the reform should begin from above. We are willing to carry out a week-long spiritual retreat for cardinals and bishops and thus to bring in the spirit of repentance and renewal. For the substance does not lie in some grandiloquence but in a testimony of power, similar to the testimony borne by St. Peter (cf. Acts 2:12f.). We are willing to serve in it and to come to the place which would be most convenient for these spiritual exercises.
A reform of the Church needs to be performed in every time. This is the most important demand of this era. Either a reform or self-destruction, there is no other variant. Jesus said: “Assuredly, I say to you, unless you are converted and become as little children, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven.” (Mt 18:3) So conversion is an inevitable condition for obtaining eternal life. Who wastes the chance of conversion falls into eternal death.

Repentance is the precondition of conversion. It is a turning from the broad way leading into perdition. Therefore it holds true: “Repent and be converted.” (Acts 3:19) Without repentance and conversion there is no escape from hell. Today the Church does not need tons of pontifical documents, but she needs repentance and conversion.

Your Holiness, the most important task of the present-day Church is to start a spiritual reform. God has put You into this historic time and entrusted You with this heavy burden. We are glad that You expressed this need of reform by Jesus’ words: “When the Holy Spirit has come upon you, you shall be My witnesses.” (Acts 1:8) We would like to encourage You to remember Ukraine. May Ukraine become a model of reform and a model of Church unity through conversion and true repentance. The Communism on this territory fell by God’s miracle. In February 1986 M. Gorbachev summoned all leading representatives of political power to a congress. There he brought forward a programme of reform and at the same time performed personnel changes. Thereby we want to bring into notice that every reform has to be connected with personnel changes. It simply is not possible without them. We always repeat: if you cannot withdraw certain personalities that hold the old structures and the spirit of apostasy in the Church, then at least appoint more people that will promote a reform. This is Your great responsibility before God and before the Church. However, noone can demand of You, Your Holiness, that You should take the burden of the reform wholly on Yourself. But in spite of that noone can relieve You of the responsibility to appoint concrete people for the reform’s sake who would assume the executive power. This reform is more necessary for the Church than the reform of the Second Vatican Council. The latter turned the altar to face the people, but this one is to turn people’s hearts to God. Unless You begin the reform, You will bear the responsibility for the consequences of internal decay brought about by the spirit of apostasy – by the spirit of death. If an ambulance brings a man in danger of death to hospital and the doctor will do nothing to save his life, the patient will die. This would be a case of physical death; however, in the case of reform it is a struggle for eternal life or eternal death of millions of souls and this responsibility is laid upon You, Your Holiness. You must do something in this situation. You must begin and support the reform of the Church. You must fill the key positions with God’s men who will bear the responsibility for the reform movement along with You. Within three and a half years after the start of Gorbachev’s reform the Communism fell. It fell not only in the Soviet Union but also in the Communist Europe. Your Holiness, begin too a reform by summoning all bishops, submitting to them the reform programme and performing personnel changes. Yet before doing so begin a Church-wide reform, and that, first of all in Ukraine and in the papal dicasteries.
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
