Unity of the Churches in Ukraine

To Cardinals and Bishops of the Catholic Church

What is the reality in the UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) in Ukraine today? We, four new bishops of the UGCC who did not receive episcopal consecration through the apostate Card. L. Husar, additionally asked the Roman Pontiff for our recognition as bishops. Card. L. Husar, on the contrary, turned to the state organs with a demand for our deportation from Ukraine and ordered an ecclesiastical monstrous process intended to excommunicate us from the Catholic Church. We appealed to Rome whereby the Cardinal’s efforts were thwarted. We, by contrast, lodged a complaint with the Pope against Cardinal Husar for his public proclamation of heresies by which, according to Gal 1:8, he has already excommunicated himself from the Catholic Church and as an apostate even from Christianity as such. On the Day of Pentecost, 15th June 2008, we publicly called 16 bishops of the UGCC in Ukraine to dissociate themselves from the apostate L. Husar and from his public heresies expressed in his book (Discussions with His Beatitude Card. L. Husar: On Postconfessional Christianity). At the same time we called the believers to obey neither Card. L. Husar nor the bishops appointed by him unless and until these bishops dissociate themselves publicly from Card. L. Husar and from his heresies. Anathema for preaching a different gospel is in essence the only biblical so-called latae sententiae and so it is not necessary that it should also be proclaimed by ecclesiastical authority. And this anathema refers not only to the Latin Church but even to the UGCC, to the Orthodox as well as to all Christians, for the matter here is apostasy.

WHAT WILL BE THE FURTHER PROGRESS OF EVENTS IN UKRAINE? 

Variant No.1: The bishops will dissociate themselves from L. Husar and from his heresies and we will be incorporated in the official Church structure. In this case we will work together with them on the spiritual awakening of our Church and on her renewal for the good of all Ukraine. 

Variant No.2: The bishops will remain silent and will dissociate themselves neither from Card. L. Husar nor from his heresies. In this case they will occupy the Church offices and hold the Church rule as heretics and apostates. In all probability they will then arrogantly and self-assuredly act against us by means of lie and demagogy and force priests to set the faithful against us. They themselves will thus cause a split. We will be forced to defend the orthodox teaching of the Church against the spirit of apostasy which covertly and cunningly destroys God’s life in the souls of the believers. 

We then have no other choice but to state that as a result there will be two UGCCs in Ukraine, an apostate one with the spirit of New Age and an orthodox (truly Catholic) one with the Spirit of Christ. Apart from them there may be some more variants too, but for the meantime these are not topical.
What will happen when Ukraine will have two UGCCs? Nothing will happen. Ukraine has three Orthodox Churches (Moscow, Kiev and Autocephalous Ch.), besides them she may also have three Catholic Churches, namely Roman-Catholic (Polish) Church, apostate UGCC, and truly Catholic UGCC. Can God give unity to all these Churches in Ukraine? The answer: “With God nothing will be impossible.” (Lk 1:37) But on our part the condition is true repentance and conversion. The biggest obstacle to unity will be the apostate UGCC; supposing it continues abiding in impenitence towards God, that means in apostasy, its end will be decline. How will God make this unity? Through His Spirit (v.35). The external structures may continue but there will be unity in Christ and in His Spirit. The question of the primacy will get settled by itself provided the Pope lets himself be guided by God’s Spirit. This is the most essential task for the Christians in Ukraine: Through repentance – unity in Christ. The way of so-called ecumenism without repentance and conversion is a false way. May the 1020th jubilee of the baptism of Rus-Ukraine unite all Christians! May it be done through genuine repentance and through the renewal of our baptism! Then it will hold true: “As many of you as were baptized have put on Christ.” (Gal 3:27) May this be the fruit of the significant jubilee of the baptism of Rus-Ukraine.
