A visit of the Bishops of UGCC in Rome

(26th January – 3rd February 2008)

At the invitation of the Holy Father the Bishops of UGCC (Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church) were unexpectedly summoned ad limina to Vatican. At that time the Head of UGCC Cardinal L. Husar reached 75 years of age, and it was supposed that owing to his moral delinquencies as well as his physical blindness he would ask the Holy Father for retirement. He did not do so. If he resigned and in his place there came a bishop with the same spirit of schism and apostasy, it would be no solution.
It was expected that the Holy Father would make some intervention for the sake of salvation of spiritual life in our UGCC. For the time being, he still waits. We believe that in due time he will make a determined operating cut. 
Cardinal L. Husar and the Bishops of UGCC exchanged cordial embraces with the Prefect of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, Cardinal L. Sandri, who plans to visit Ukraine this summer and with whom they share one spirit, but not the Spirit of God.
The height of arrogance and meanness was the gesture of Card. L. Husar in an audience with the Holy Father. He pleaded with the Holy Father in tears to grant him the title of patriarch. He has already been titled so for a longer time with his own consent and the priests “like” to mention him in this way in the Holy Liturgy. There have likewise been different commissions established which are called “patriarchal”.

In his plea he used the argument that Ukraine had gone through suffering, that her Church is a Church of martyrs, and that owing to this he deserves to be granted the title of patriarch. (note: L. Husar was not in Ukraine in the time of illegality at all; he came only after she had gained freedom.)

This comedy that he played is a meanness in that along with his closest co-worker I. Datsko he openly declares that the suffering of the martyrs was in vain, and in his book he even denies the rightfulness of the existence of the Union – i.e. of the existence of our UGCC. 

Those who have the spirit of faithfulness to the Holy Father and have a living faith, too, are systematically being liquidated by him. Referring to martyrs is a big hypocrisy on his part because he sides with those who made all faithful to Christ and to the Church into martyrs!
He himself compels the priests and bishops to call our believers “pravoslavni” (“Orthodox”), i.e. schismatics. He is known for his simony when granting episcopacy and offices. He openly practises occult divination. He propagates and tolerates homosexuality. He promotes the spirit of New Age in the Church – through s. Dia he allows the introduction of psychological courses which destroy the substance of the religious life. He secretly informs the police against priests and religious who are faithful to Christ and to the Church. He has built up an apostatic structure comprised of bishops and his people towards gradual liquidation of our Church. He was illegally consecrated a bishop in Rome where there was no reason for a secret consecration. He was illegally installed as Head of UGCC counter to the protests of three Metropolitans and counter to the canon law. He prohibited lending foreign financial aid needed for medicine to old religious sisters who had suffered in the time of illegality, remained faithful to Christ and to the Church and now suffer from serious illnesses; though he himself, as is publicly known, has on his conscience machinations to the detriment of the Church.
What a hypocrisy it was to plead with the Holy Father in tears to promote him to patriarch instead of honest resignation and public repentance!

We believe – the blood of our martyrs in Ukraine in the last century was not shed in vain! A martyr and hero, among others, was also Bishop J. Kotselovskyi OSBM whose relics are reposited in the church of Bishop J. Kavatsiv in the town of Stryj. Another martyr was an orthodox Catholic bishop O. Khomyshyn from Ivano-Frankivsk (Stanislavov). May the blood of martyrs in Ukraine bring us spiritual resurrection!
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
