What is normal and what is not 
(a short reflection of a common believer)

There is always cooperation among those who pursue the same aim. That is normal. 

The four bishops from Pidhirtsi are widely known for defending the foundations of the Catholic faith and Christianity in general and for dauntlessly pointing to all that destroys the saving faith. Just like St. Paul when he said: “... they know that I am appointed for the defence of the Gospel.” (Phil 1:17) In the present time when we are facing a strong invasion of pagan spiritual streams from outside and a covert apostasy inside the Church, we need seers (prophets). These have the light from God to clearly discern and the heroic courage to be on God’s side in the spiritual battle. If the land has received these seers (prophets), it is a sign of God’s mercy on this people. On the contrary, if God means to punish the nation, he takes the prophet from them. 
Each of us, common believers, is convinced therefore that a true spiritual shepherd, who watches over Christ’s flock, has a single thing at heart – that God not take from them this prophetical voice and the earth be not smitten with a curse (see Mal 4:6).
We supposed therefore that the bishops of the UGCC would be the first to lift up their pleading voice to the Holy Father for our four bishops in the prophetical service to be included in the official structure as soon as possible. That would be normal – provided that they have the same goal: defence of the Gospel.
And what happened? They filed a lawsuit against the Pidhirtsi bishops! That is not normal! Those who defend the Catholic faith are judged therefor in the name of the Catholic Church. It is as if parents filed a lawsuit against the man who had saved their child from drowning. What was the aim of such parents? To get rid of the child.
What is the aim of such bishops? To get rid of God’s Spirit? This lawsuit against the Pidhirtsi bishops witnesses to internal betrayal and apostasy from the Catholic and orthodox faith of all those who participate in this pseudotrial. 
When Sts. Cyril and Methodius carried out a mission, they soon met with opposition from the cunning bishop Wiching, who intrigued against them and even falsified the papal documents. Both apostles were thus forced to leave for Rome to defend themselves. One of them dies here. St. Methodius returns back and the German bishops keep him in prison for two and a half years. These bishops did not care about Christ and salvation of souls, nor about the good of the Moravian nation, just about their own interests. It is the same even today!

Then for several years St. Methodius works alone and again he has to fight against the intrigues of the Church persons. After the death of St. Methodius the state power, influenced by these intrigues, exiles his disciples from Moravia. It is not by chance that two bishops from Pidhirtsi come right from Moravia; one of them was born only 10km from the place where there was once the temple and the centre of the mission in Velehrad and where St. Methodius was buried too.
In the Gospel Jesus speaks clearly: “They will put you out of the synagogues; yes, the time is coming that whoever kills you will think that he offers God service. And these things they will do to you because they have not known the Father nor Me. But these things I have told you, that when the time comes, you may remember that I told you of them.” (Jn 16:2-3)
The living Gospel is associated with the law of spiritual death (“unless a grain of wheat dies...” /Jn 12:24/), which presupposes spiritual resurrection! This year Ukraine and Russia celebrate the anniversary of 1020 years since they received Christ and His Gospel. This mission is tied to the mission of Sts. Cyril and Methodius in Moravia!
